Village Council attended to a 
number of financial and budget 
items during their regular meet­
ing Tuesday, Dec. 19, as' well as 
approved a conditional use per­
mit for the Chelsea State Bank. 

Tuesday's meeting included a 
public hearing on the bank's re­
quest to install drive-up facilities' 
for their proposed branch on the 
southwest corner of M-52 and Old 
US-12. 

The two-acre branch site is 
zoned restricted which curbs auto­
mobile oriented commercial es­
tablishments. Consequently, a 
conditional use permit was need­
ed by Chelsea State Bank to in­
stall the drive-up windows'. 

Village council members unan­
imously approved the permit with 

o conditions. One, that access 
the proposed branch be o'f a 

ain driveway connecting with 
52 and second, that the en-

rance off of Old US-12 be 330 
feet west of the M-52-Old US-12 
intersection. 

With the village's approval, 
CSB mus't now present a final 
site plan of the branch to the Chel­
sea Planning Commiss'on for its 
review and approval before con­
struction on the bank can com­
mence. 

There were no objections raised 
during the hearing. 

Che!J a State Bank is expected 
lo present a final site plan at the 
next Planning Commission meet­
ing on Jan. 9. 

Attending to financial matters, 
council authorized the transfer of 
$20,000 from the electric fund to 
the general fund. According to 
Village Administrator Fritz Weber, 
the monies are the results of pro­
fits made by the village-owned

The 1978-79 budget was approved 
in March, 1978 while Berkley was 
hired into the newly-created posi­
tion on April 1, 1978. "The bot­
tom line of the general fund budget 
was not altencd but we had to 
rearrange several budget items 
for his salary," Weber explained. 

The rearrangement included tak­
ing $11,000 from the planning bud­
ge; and $3,500 from a contingency 
fund and. applying the total to the 
executive budget.

N o Deep or Prolonged 
Recession; Control of 
Inflation Creates Doubt

'A year ago, our forecast for 1978 
anticipated further progress on the 
business front. Despite a long coal 
strike, an advance to peak levels of 
interest rates, and the appalling 
decline in the value of the U.S. dol­
lar against the stronger currencies 
of the world, general business did 
actually display more staying pow­
er than had seemed attainable. 
Unfortunately, the specter of in­
flation — about which we had 
warned — also made its presence 
felt during the past year. This 
cruel "hidden tax" proved to be a 
dual-edged sword: On the one 
hand, the , inflation psychology 
prompted buying of durable goods

Should the scenario work out this 
way, the 1979 recession could as 
well be described as a "no growth" 
period, mild in comparison with 
other recessions in our past his­
tory. Of course, there is bound to 
be some disruption, but this would 
be a small price to pay compared 
with what might happen if infla­
tion were allowed to run un­
checked. 

Plenty of Worries — Hopes Too

Activity in the credit-
dependent sectors of the economy 
will slow, and government spend­
ing for most of the 12 months 
ahead will be more restrained than 
in past recessions, reflecting the 
new-found concern of the electorate 
with paring public spending and 
achieving tax relief. How long, this 
attitude will last under, recession 
pressures remains to be seen . . . 
and especially the effects upon the 
country's legislators at -all levels. 
Although the economy may stutter 
during some of 1979, the real-GNP 
(with inflation factored Cut) still 
Ought to be able.to:;manage,a.siiyer 
of an increase of about 2% for the 
year as a whole. 

Industrial Production 
Despite price inflation along a 

broad front and the sequence of 
step-ups in borrowing costs in 1978, 
the urge to act before prices ad­
vanced even further brought sales 
of cars and houses last year to a 
higher level than one would have 
thought likely. Since consumer de­
mand in these — and a number of 
other — fields represented at least 
to some degree an advance siphon­
ing from 1979 markets and the in­
curring of debt in the process, the

M a r y McCallum, however, 
dressed the way she "would have 
for a Chelsea dance" and im­
mediately gave herself away at 
the ball. 

"No one told me that every­
one would be all dressed up. 
When I went to the dance I 
felt terribly out of place," Mary 
said in her prcperj sounding Aus­
tralian speech. J 

Having just returned from 
Peakhurst, Australia,. where she 
studied for 11 months in the lo­
cal high school, the daughter 
of the Rev. Marvin McCallum, 
try as she might, could no more 
h'de her acquired accent than 
the deep tan she was wearing. 

"Everyone believes that I have 
been turned 'proper' because of 
my new 'twang'. But that's just 
not true in the"least," she laugh­
ed seriously. 

"Australia is supposed to be 
known for its easy-going people, 
but actually I found them more 
polite," she commented. 

So polite, that they hesitated 
to tell her the customs and tra­
ditions, like lavish dressing for 
the dance. 

"In school, everyone wears 
a uniform of gray and a muddy 
green. That's why when there is 
a dance, the girls like to look 
Smashing," Mary explained. 

Ever since Mary was quite 
young, "I had a notion that 1 
would enjoy going abroad to stu­
dy. I had met many family 

fnends who were exchange stu­
dents and always thought I 
should do it," she said. 

To qualify for the Youth For 
Understanding program, a stu­
dent must have a "B" average, 
and enough to say about them­
selves-to fill in a nine-page ap­
plication. Then there are sev­
eral interviews before a student 
is accepted. 

While these are the overt 
qualifications, Mary related one 
of the hidden necessities one 
should have before leaving home 
for'the first time, traveling by 
jet for the first time, and toler­
ating January weather of 90 to 
100 degrees. 

"Patience helps-," she com­
mented. "I suffered from cul­
tural shock for the first few 
weeks and I had to keep think­

ing that it would work itself out 
eventually. Suddenly finding 
myself 14,000 miles away from 
home and not knowing anyone 
was frightening. I spent a lot 
of time not knowing where I was, 
even during the day." 

As for the flying, while Mary 
thoroughly enjoyed the 24-hour 
flight west from Detroit with 
stops in San Francisco and Haw­
aii, the YFU had its own ideas 
about a jet lag cure. 

"They thought that by stay­
ing awake for the whole day 
after we arrived in Sydney in 
the morning, then we would ad­
just easier to gaining a day on 
the flight over. Personally, it 
didn't work for me," she laugh­
ed. 

The "cure" included packing 
all 29 American students from 
Mary's flight off to the opera 
house, a ride on the fcrrv, and 
a tour of the beach at one of 

the world's most beautiful har­
bors in Sydney. 

"Some of the students fell a-
sleep on the ferry and I was 
really mixed up for a few days 
after we finally went to the hotel 
to sleep," she said. 

In Peakhurst, Mary stayed 
with the Nimmo family—June 
and Bob and their two daughters, 
Robyne, 16; and Diane, 19. A 
third daughter, Wendy, was mar­
ried and lived in the mountains 
nearby. 

Robyne and Mary were both 
in the fourth form (the equiva­
lent of 10th grade in the states). 
"I was to have been in the fifth 
form (Uth grade) but 1 was too 
young they said." 

When she returns to classes 
at Chelsea High school at the 
end of January, she will be 
classified as a junior but tak­
ing a few sophomore classes 
required here but not available 
in Peakhurst. 

"The school system there is 
handled much differently then 
in' America. In first form math, 
for example, the students are 
taught a little bit of everything 
from algebra and geometry to 
probability and statistics. As 
they pass from form to form 
the classes elaborate on each 
area," she explained. 

She also found that education 
is serious business on the mas­
sive northern island. "There is 
little fooling around when it 
comes to school and they make 
it very hard to be a student. In 
fact, when I was there the school 
authorities had made the final 
so difficult that the students were 
rebelling, There were articles in 
the paper and the students were 
goin;* to the education depart-

Deep, Prolonged 
Recession Unlikely 

Although a recession is now more 
a distinct likelihood than a mere 
possibility, its probable severity is 
a matter of debate. A good dea 
will depend not only on how much 
additional pressure the nation's 
leadership will bring to bear upon 
inflationary forces but also on its 
degree of determination. To hack 
off too soon or to fail to administer 
enough pressure could allow infla­
tion to regain momentum quickly, 
perhaps necessitating subsequent 
measures far more harmful to the 
economy than a job properly done 
at this time. 

With the economy at its present 
extremely high level, the anti-
inflation game plan will not pro­
duce traumatic consequences. Bab­
son's foresees, instead, a winding j 
down in the business tempo of suf-j 
ficient intensity and duration tol 
qualify technically as a recession— 
that is, at least two successive cal­
endar quarters of backtracking in 
national output.

State Officers Salary Increase 
On Target 

The Michigan State Officers 
compensation commission is to be 
commended.for keeping salary in­
creases for the state's top elected 
officials.', members- of the supreme 
court and members of the legisla­
ture within the 7 percent guide­
lines set by President Carter. 

In the currently wavering eco­
nomy, governments must set an 
example in dealing with their own 
salaries and fringe benefits; other­
wise there would be no way the 
voluntary wage and price guide­
lines would work to stop the rap­
idly spiraling inflationary cycle. 

Everyone is suffering from in­
flation and who better can set an 
example that they are willing to 
do their share than governmental 
officials' who draw their pay from 
public funds supplied through taxa­
tion of the people. 

Nearby states are currently in 
an upheaval over members of the 
legislature in Ohio and Illinois 
voting themselves huge increases* 
in violation of the guidelines. 

The, Ohio legislature, for exam­
ple, voted itself a 28 percent pay 
raise right In the face of the presi­
dent's anti-inflation program. The 
bill was rushed through the .legis­
lative process during the final 
hours of the session and then quick-
1« sjfTii^H h i the 
tm people of Ohio knew what was 
happening; 

With such a flagrant violation, 
there is no way any other entity 
either public or private, can have 
any respect for the guidelines set 
by Carter. With government not 
participating, it becomes next to 

impossible for the back of inflation group would Indicate jhey are corn-
to be broken. 

With the recommendations set 
by the Michigan commission, all 
members of state government can 
face the new year with pride know­
ing they will get a modest increase 
in salary, but at the same time 
knowing they have done their share 
In" the fight against inflation. 

With participation in the pro­
gram, Michigan public officials will 
better be able to deal with the fi­
nancial, social and people prob­
lems of the state with a clear con­
science. This' will be especially 
true when the time comes that 
the legislature mast make only 
minor increases in- budgets and if 
it becomes necessary to as'k the 
people of the state to dig deeper' 
into their pockets to provide the 
state with additional tax revenues.

ta'sk of duplicating last year's re* 
; suits seems formidable. With in­
terest rates now even higher and 
credit supplies tighter, the task for 
the next 12 months will be even 
more arduous. Babson's forecast 
for industrial production in 1979, 
therefore, is for a moderate — 
around 2% — backslide from 1978 

'levels. Strong showings in output 
of transportation equipment, mili­
tary goods, and computer equip­
ment —• plus a rebound in coal min­
ing — should help to prevent a: 
more painful slump in total indus­
trial production. 

Business Inventories 
1 The economy will not receive any 
upward impetus from business in­
ventory accumulation during much 
of 1979. Management's thinking on 
this matter will reflect the high 
cost of borrowed money, while the 
need to stockpile will diminish as 
industrial activity slackens. There 
are, of course, bound to he spor­
adic inventory build-ups owing to 
possible labor disputes, but these' 
will give way to liquidations once 

the danger is over. For the com* 
ing year, the! key consideration }$ 
that the country wil not be con­
fronted with an economic adjust­
ment either caused by or intensi­
fied by top-heavy inventory posi­
tions. T h e need to liquidate 
redundant inventory holdings has 
spawned many a cyclical business 
down-phase in the past. But during 
the last .three and a half years, 
businessmen have by' and large 
kept their inventory positions lean. 
So, while inventory policies will ript 
impart much stimulus to business 
in '79, neither will they drag it 
down. 

Business Capital Expenditures 
Business outlays for new plant 

and equipment lagged markedly in 
the early stages of the economic 
advance'that began in the spring 
of 1975. This was perfectly normal 
since there was an abundance of 
productive capacity at that time. 
Over the past two years, however, 
capital expenditures have gained 
momentum as climbing production 
rates have increasingly strained 
plant facilities. Rising operating

costs and the exigencies of com­
plying with envlrbnmental quality 
regulations have also spurred 
spending for more efficient equip­
ment, But the ttpspurt in the cost 
of borrowed funds has adverse im­
plications for capital investments. 
For 1979, the staff of Babson's Re­
ports expects only a modest incre­
ment instead of another smart in­
crease — perhaps amounting to 
3% in real terms and about 10% 
with inflation included. Yet, out­
lays will still run at a brisk tem­
po, sustained by hefty backlogs. 

The Labor Front 
1979 faces a busy schedule of 

labor negotiations involving a num­
ber of important industries such as 
petroleum, trucking, auto, electric 
products, and rubber. The volun­
tary wage-price restraints will un­
dergo stern tests in these bargain­
ing sessions. Labor groups have 
expressed disapproval of the 7% 
ceiling on wage hikes and fringe 
galtis combined. They will acqui­
esce only if the lid is applied to 
direct wage increments alone and 
if living costs are restrained. It is 
too early to rule out formal con­
trols on pay rates and prices. 

Building and Construction 
Residential building enjoyed a 

banner year in 1978. Generally 
available mortgage credit—though 
at costly rates—Kept housing starts 
extremely high. Added to the need 
for shelter dictated by population 
pressures was the impetus to home 
building stemming from the infla­
tion psychology. Now that mort­
gage rates. • have reached levels 
making home ownership more dif­
ficult, and tighter bank credit has 
adversely impacted mortgage 
money supplies, home building 
faces a slower year. Babson's is 
forecasting a decline from around 
2 .million'.'units in the private sec­
tor for 1978 to some 1.6 million 
for 1979. 

In heavy construction there Will 
be little real growth. Government 
and corporate budgets are under 
stress, and building costs have 
risen significantly. A sharp let­
down, however, is not anticipated.

Militating against it will be 
further cost advances, slower busi­
ness conditions, the restraints on 
price bobsts, and the widespread 
repercussions of the seemingly un­
avoidable OPEC hike in oil prices. 
Babson's is projecting for 1979 as 
a whole only a slight upshading in 
corporate profits after.taxes, and

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of the slight paring of federal cor­
porate income taxes. Still, by his­
torical comparisons, the 19791 profit 
level will look good. 

Strengthening corporate financial 
positions over the past three years 
will permit well-maintained" divi­
dend payments, and there can still 
be a goodly sprinkling of rate set­
ups. 

Employment, Joblessness 
After three successive years of 

healthy employment gains, easing 
conditions in a number of large 
job sources will restrict 1979's in­
crement to only token proportions. 
During the recession, we expect, 
the number of jobholders could 
shade off, but the frightening rash 
of layoffs which occurred in late 
1974 and early 1975 is no.t in the 
cards for 1979. Nevertheless, there 
will be some gain in the number 
of jobless workers as well as in 
the unemployment rate. The lat­
ter will, in fact, work its way back 
up over the 7% mark of the civil­
ian labor force, even though it was 
pushed back to 5.7% m mid-1978. 
The real problem will not be'lay­
offs but rather not enough job 
openings to absorb the additions to 
the nation's labor force. 

Personal Income 
With, no massive employment 

dislocatjons expected, the uptrend 
in personal income should continue 
next year. On the plus side will be 
the hike in the minimum wage, 
automatic pay increases under 
existing multi-year labor pacts, 
and fresh pay raises won jjn 1979 
union settlements. Income' from 
dividends and interets, will post 
good gains, as will earnings in the 
farm sector. Hence, even though 
personal income will not climb as 
rapidly as it has in recent years, 
consumers will still have a heart­
ening volume of purchasing power; 

Consumer Spending 
Uneasiness over a less sparkling 

business climate and the specter of 
labor tie-ups and some job cut­
backs will moderate consumers' 
buying intentions over a good por­
tion of the new year. There will be 
a greater emphasis on reducing 
installment debt and on building 
up savings. This will, naturally, 
tend to strengthen the economy 
beyond the months immediately 
ahead, but the short-run impact 
will be to hold unit sales and gross 
dollar volume of retail trade some­
what below desired levels. But 
Babson's stil does not foresee any 
radical curtailment of consumer 
eagerness to buy in the approach­
ing 12 months. 

Agricultural Prospects 
1978 was another bumper crop 

year for American farmers, with 
incomes posting a good increase 
over 1977. Many in the agricultur­
al sector feel, however, that farm 
prices have been laggard relative 
to the inflation in operating costs 
and the cost of living. Prospects do 
favor additional firming of crop 
prices, but huge carryovers are 
deterrents to any runaway price 
advances. As for livestock prices, 
the uptrend of the past year will 
progress further in 1979. ', 

Domestic Political Scene 
The anti-inflation battle and the 

related wage-price restraint pro­
gram of the Carter Administration 
will command much attention as 
the new year progresses. On Capi­
tol Hill, though, there will be no 
dearth of issues. Making a big 
push in the coming session of Con­
gress will be proponents of a com­
prehensive National Health Insur­
ance program, as will advocates 
of increased funding for seeking 
alternative fuel and energy sources. 
There will be, too, attempts to re­
dress the energy and tax measures 
passed by the last Congress, both 
of which were compromised to the

point of multilateral dissatisfac­
tion. Aim problematic for the Ad­
ministration will be the drive to 
shape a less inflationary federal 
budget Cor fiscal 1980. 

Foreign Affairs 
The international arena remains 

loaded with anxiety-producing Is­
sues. The stop-and-go peace nego­
tiations i>etweert Egypt and Israel 
— still with important points of 
disagreement at this writing -- of­
fer a possible beacon of hope, But 
the areas of sharply divided views 
do underscore the vast complexi­
ties of Mideast problems. The sit­
uation in Lebanon has yet to pe 
resolved, and the turmoil in Iran 
has even more significant ramifica­
tions for the Western World. After 
all, Iran Is a heavy exporter of 

rtroleum; it borders Russia; and 
is strategically located in terms 

of the shipping lanes for Mideast 
oil. In Africa, continued tensions 
are likely. Even in Asia, there are 
deep-rooted conflicts along with 
contemporary power-struggle con­
notations. It should be noted, how­
ever, that an accord on the second 
phase of the strategic arms limita­
tion talks could improve U.S.-Soviet 
ties. 

Money Supplies, Interest Rates 
The tightening of credit will not 

let up for some months, and the 
rise in interest rates seems des­
tined to persist well into this win­
ter or even into the spring of 1979. 
Right now, we look for the prime 
lending rate of the nation's lead­
ing commercial banks to peak 
arOund the 12% mark, but a rapid 
and sharp subsequent turnaround 
i.s not likely. We do not, however, 
anticipate the awesome economic 
disruptions caused by credit 
crunches of the past dozen years or 
so. 

Stock and Bond Outlook 
Concern over the U.S. dollar's 

poor showing against.stronger for­
eign currencies and the frighten­
ing climb in money rates in 1978 
frustrated the stock market's at­
tempts to sustain its upward 
drives. At present, with the econ­
omy seemingly fated to slip into a 
recession, the 1979 stock market 
outlook appears discouraging to 
many investors. Yet Babson's Re­
ports expects improvement in the 
status of the dollar and in the na­
tion's balance of trade to revitalize 
investment sentiment. And at some 
point the stock market will likely 
commence to discount economic 
recovery after the recession. So, 
with many stocks trading at very 
loW multiples of their latest 12-
iuonih earnings and even relative 
to their .probable profits for the 
year ahead, forward-looking inves­
tors will find a wide selection of 
opportunities in common stocks 
and convertible securities, The 
Babson Staff expects the Dow 
Jones Industrial Average in 1979 
to hold in the same range as in 
1978. But if headway is made to­
ward curbing inflation, bolstering 
the dollar, and improving our trade 
balance, the DJIA could well 

launch a drive which would carry 
it into new high ground. 

With interest rates nearing a 
peak, the bond market should alsp 
give a better account of itself in 
the year ahead, (n coming months, 
investors in need of strengthening] 
their position in fixed-income in­
vestments will have ample oppor­
tunity to acquire bonds and pre­
ferred stocks that provide attrac­
tive yields.

No Need To Panic Over 
tigs in

Well, why not? 

The trees grown for Christmas 
use are grown indoors. Like any 
other outdoor plants, they have 
their share of insect pests. So 
it. shouldn't come as a surprise to 
anyone when some of them tra­
vel; into the home with the tree. 

'Some people get distressed when 
they realize they .have bugs in 
their Christmas ;tree," observes 
Jirri Liebherr, extension entomolo­
gist at Michigan State University. 
• "It's certainly nothing to stay 

up nights worrying about, though. 
The' insects found on1 the trees are 
pretty specific to those species, 
it's ieally! unlikely that' theyfwojrtdf 
get into houseplants or otherwise 
do any damage in the home." 

White pine aphids are probably 
the most common insect to tra­
vel indoors on Christmas trees, 
Liebherr says. Part of this may 
be due to the popularity of the 
white pine as a Christmas tree. 

The aphids come, indoors as 
eggs on the'tree's needles, he ex­
plains. As the tree gels warm, 
the eggs may hatch. In the 
warm, dry atmosphere of the typ­
ical home,- the l-16-inch-long in­
sects do not last long. Those that 
do survive for any length of 
time leave with the Christmas 
tree, so there's no cause for alarm. 

Jumping plant lice,..which spend 
the winter as adults,1 are slightly 
larger relatives of the pine aphid. 
They live on blackberries in the 
summer, sucking plant juices. 
Then, when the • weather gets 
cold, they move into the nearest 
stand of pines and take shelter 
there. If the tree they choose 
happens to end up • in your liv­
ing room, you get plant lice fly­
ing—not jumping—all over. 

"Jumping plant lice are about 
one 'eighth-inch long and tan col­
ored with two light strips on their 
wings," Liebherr says. "Like the 
white pine aphids, they're just a 
nuisance in the house," 

Other pests that may hitchhike 

stmas 1 ree 
tree? into your home on a Christmas 

tree include several types of saw-
flies, la'cewings and spiders. The 
sawflies usually prefer types of 
pine not usually used for Christ-
rhas trees, Liebherr notes, but it 
is possible that- thy might lay 
eggs on white or Scotch pine. 
When these hatched, the caterpil­
lar-like larvae would feed on the 
tree's needles. Like aphids, they 
would not thrive in the warm, dry 
air of most homes, so they pro­
bably won't last long enough to do 
much damage. 

"If you just can't stand the 
thought of- having bugs in your 
house, you could use an insect 
spray that contains pyrethrum and 
take care of most of the things 
thatimight come in on your tree," 
Liejpherr says, "these insects pro­
bably won't survive long in the 
house, however, they won't do any 
damage nd they'll leave when the 
tree does, It's certainly nothing 
to get excited about."

Exports Lagging 
Behind Schedule 

Canada could have difficulty 
meeting its wheat export com­
mitments this year. The amount 
of wheat now held at its' three 
major export locations is a little 
more than half of the level of the 
same time last year. 

Movement of more wheat to ex­
port points will be slowed by the 
closing of shipping lanes during 
the winter months'. In thp first 
four months of the current wheat 
marketing year, Canadian exports 
already are down 6 percent. 

Wheat and flour exports for the 
marketing year are projected at 
14.7 million metric tons-, down from 
1.6.3 million tons lost year. USDA 
rtays Canada's projected export 
level is' within reach, but only if 
the export pace picks up next 
spring.
