Tax Increase Package Introduced 
in Legislature 

Admitting legislative approval 
of a proposed tax hike plan may 
result in greater support for the 
Tisch tax cut amendment, House 
Taxation Chairman George 
Montgomery has introduced a 
$972 million tax increase package 
to partially offset revenue loss 
should the amendment be ap­
proved by the voters. 

Although under constitutional 
tax limitations which prohibits 
the imposition of no more than 
$700 million in additional taxes 
this year, Montgomery said he of­
fered the larger package to give 
lawmakers some options on what 
taxes to impose. 

However, legislative observers 
do not feel the Montgomery plan 
will have much support in the 
legislature, especially in the 
House where the membership 
faces election this year. 

Montgomery, meanwhile, will 
retire after this current session 
and does not have to worry about 
his political future by authorizing 
such a tax hike plan. 

The executive office will also 
oppose the package and Gover­
nor William Milliken already 
directed state department heads 
to prepare a plan to implement 
the Tisch tax cut should it be 
adopted. 

The Montgomery plan calls for 
an increase on most current 
taxes and proposes new taxes on 

radio and television advertising, 
cigars and pipe tobacco. 

Montgomery wants the new 
taxes in effect by Oct. 1 and then 
expire on Nov. 4 if the $2 billion 
Tisch tax cut measure is not ap­
proved by the voters. 

He called his proposal one of 
revenue insurance "which would 
be absolutely needed if Tisch is 
adopted and desirable in any case 
for the Oct. 1-Nov. 4 period to sup­
plement sagging 1980-81 
revenues. 

Meanwhile, the proposed taxes 
may be a moot question as the1 

courts are struggling with the 
validity of the petitions of the 
Tisch amendment. 

Ingham County Circuit Court 
Judge James Giddings ruled the 
petitions invalid on the grounds 
they failed to fulfill a require­
ment that the petitions include all 
portions of the constitution to be 
altered, abrogated or amended. 

Concurrent appeals have been 
filed in the Court of Appeals and 
the Supreme Court. 

Even with the passage of the 
proposed new taxes, Mont­
gomery said he fears state 
government may not survive in 
recognizable form. 

He said even though passage of 
$700 million in new taxes may 
anger voters and cause them to 
support Tisch, taxpayers should 
know how they will fare if Tisch is 
adopted. 

Points of the Montgomery 
package include: 

Raising the income tax by one 
.percent, gaining $600 in revenue; 
raising the single business tax by 
three percent, producing $220 
million; raising the per barrel 
beer tax, producing $22 million in 
new ,revenue; raising the 
cigarette tax to 17 cents per pack 
and imposing a tax of 8.5 mills on 
each cigar and on each 1/10 of an 
ounce of pipe tobacco, to produce 
$70 million in revenue and impos­
ing a new tax of 60 cents on each 
minute of radio advertising and 
$1.80 per minute for television 
advertising, producing $17.5 
million. 

The plan also calls for reducing 
the state payout for lottery prizes 
to 40 percent from 45 percent, 
thus saving the state $20 million 
annually.

Sexual Revolution Must Bear Responsibility 
We hear a lot these days about 

the sexual revolution—about the 
"freedom to do one's own thing." 
I'm sure we all admire freedom, 
but we know, too, that freedom in 
the adult sense bears with it a 
sense of responsibility for 
ourselves and for others. 

When our VD staff reports that 
infectious syphilis increased 
from 257 reported cases in 1978 to 
418 reported cases in 1979—and 
that 36,625 Michigan people were 
reported to have gonorrhea last 
year—what can you think? 
; Almost every youth knows that 
these diseases are transmitted 
sexually from one person to 
another, and that they can be 
treated and cured in the early 
stages; 

• When some people read these 
shocking statistics, they blame 
lack of parental control. In many 
Cases that isn't a valid criticism, 
because many victims of 
venereal, disease are young 
adults, who no longer live at 
home. Besides, some cases occur 
among older adults. 

There are so many age 
groups—regardless of education, 
income, and ethnic 
background—who are involved in 
this problem that there seems to 
be only one solution at the mo­
ment. That is to let people know 
that they can get help from their 

local health departments or per­
sonal physicians, and that all VD 
medical visits are confidential. 
The law states that confidentiali­
ty extends to minor children, and 
that even their parents need not 
know of such a visit. 

Remember, venereal disease 
can be cured, if it's detected and 
treated in the early stages. 

Sometimes a, revolution is vic­
torious, but in the case of the sex­
ual revolution too many people 
are being conquered by disease 
that could have been avoided.

Based on their outstanding 
scores on the American College 
Test (ACT) taken earlier this 
year, a number of local students 
have become eligible for the 
Michigan Competitive Scholar­
ship Program. They have been 
awarded scholarships or tuition 
grants to assist them in their first 
year of college.

A ; Q. I bought stock in 
McDonald's, the hamburger 

chain back in 1972 and since 
then the stock hasn't come 
close to the $72 a share I 
paid for it. No matter how 
many hamburgers I eat, the 
price for the stock still doesn't 
move up. Do you see any 
chance that the stock will again 
sell for what I paid for it? 

* JL. There are two things for the 
ĵMvestor to consider from your 
experience. But first let me say 
that I do think there is a good 
chance that McDonald's will 
again sell for the price you paid 
for it. 

Ypu must have been high on 
hamburgers when you paid $72 
for a share in 1972. The year 
before the company had earned 
68 cents. That means you paid 106 
ttfnes what it was earning. There 

fcjtean old saying that you can buy 
Tlje best company in the world, 
btjt if you pay too much for it you 
can spend the rest of your life 
waiting for it to grow up in value 
to'the price you paid. 
£At the time you paid 106 times 

earnings for McDonald's the 30 
sfocks in the Dow Jones In­
dustrials were selling about 16 
tunes earnings. This means you 

lid six times as much for a 
[pilar of earnings as the public 

ŵ as paying at that time for the 
averages. Ever since the public 
has been reducing the price-
earnings ratio that it will pay for 
McDonald's. 

Last year it paid a low of 8 
times earnings and a high of 11 
times. That's a long way from 
your 106. 

In the meantime, in spite of the 
^ v a y the company has been 
Treated by the stockmarket, it 

has been doing very well. 

The revenues of the company 
are five times greater than they 
were in 1972. Earnings per share 
are also five times greater. You 
can't find many companies that 
have done much better. 

At this point McDonald's stock 
is not tremendously over-priced 
as it was when you bought it. It is 
selling for about the average 
price of the Dow Industrials. 

The company seems likely to 
continue to grow. At its present 
size, its rate of growth is not like­
ly to be as great as when you 
bought it, But the company's 
earnings per share are moving 
ahead and the public is beginning 
to pay a higher price-earnings 
ratio for stocks. My guess is that 
you will have a good profit in a 
year or two.

WAACs May 
Receive 
VA Benefits 

Thousands of women who Were 
members of the World War II 
Women's Army Auxiliary Corps 
will be eligible for certain 
Veteran's Administration 
benefits as a result of recent 
Department of Defense recogni­
tion of their WWII military ser­
vice. 

VA chief Max Cleland said the 
potential eligibility includes 
medical treatment, home loan 
guarantees, pension and pay­
ment of some burial expenses. 

The change in status was 
granted to former WAACs who 
chose not to enter the newly-
created Women's Army Corps 
when it was established as part of 
the Army in 1943. 

About 75 percent of the WAAC 
force went into the new military 
unit and therefore have had 
veteran status since leaving 
military service. 

The Defense Department ac­
tion confers the same status on 
the 25 percent of the WAACs who 
remained civilians when the 
Women's Army Corps was found­
ed. 

Cleland said regulations cover­
ing applications for former 
WAACs for VA benefits are now 
being written and will be for­
warded to VA field offices as soon 
as possible. 

He said former WAACs wishing 
to establish their eligibility for 
VA benefits must first apply to 
the Army for an honorable 
discharge. Application must be 
made to Department of the Ar­
my, US Army Reserve Compo-' 
nent and Reserve Center, Atten­
tion: AGUZ-PSA-P, 4700 Page 
Blvd., St. Louis, MO 63132. 

Following receipt of a 
discharge, women should contact 
a benefits counselor at the 
nearest VA regional office. 
Regional offices are located in 
each state and toll-free numbers 
are available to each office. They 
may be found in the U.S. Govern­
ment listings in telephone direc­
tories. 

Cleland said the VA cannot pay 
benefits to the former WAACs for 
periods prior to Nov. 23,1977, the 
date of legislation that paved the 
way for their veteran status. 

This precludes payment for for 
such World War II programs as 
the GI Bill education benefits, 
which have expired for other 
veterans of that period. 

New WAAC veterans join ap­
proximately 900 former Women 
Army Service Pilots who receiv­
ed veteran status last year under 
the same legislation.

Bog Walks Offered i*f 
Waterloo Nature Center I 

Beginning Sept. 21 and continu­
ing each Sunday through Oc­
tober, the Waterloo Nature 
Center will once again be offering 
naturalist guided walks to the 
bog. Imagine the sensation of 
watching the trees around you 
shake and vibrate as you jump on 
spongy ground and you will 
understand why many people 
return year after year for this 
popular walk. 

The trail to the bog leads 
through a mature beech forest, 
something of a rarity in modern 
times, since most large trees 
were harvested many years ago. 
Beech trees generally grow to 
about 60-80 feet in height and 2-3 
feet in diameter. In autumn the 
leaves of the beech tree turn a 
bright yellow and blend with the 
many shades of the fall forest 
making this a delightful time of 
the year for a hike. 

At the bog the naturalist will 
show the insect eating pitcher 
plant. Childre'n become wide-
eyed as the guide cuts open the 
plant. Inside can be seen the re­
mains of its last meal. Pitcher 
plants are adapted to compete in 
an environment where nutrients 
are not readily available because 
of the lack of soil. A similar car­
nivorous plant, the sundew, has a 
rosette of small round leaves, 
covered with reddish glandular 
hairs that exude a sticky liquid. 
Careless insects traveling over 
the tiny hairs are unable to free 
themselves. 

The Bog walk will leave the 
Nature Center building at 1:30 
and 3:30 and last about 90 
minutes. The doors open at 1 p.m. 
so allow yourself enough time to 
see the continually changing ex­

hibits housed within the building. 
There is no charge for these pro­
grams. However, because the 
Waterloo Nature Center is a state 
park facility, all vehicles enter­
ing the area must have aJjgtfe 
park motor vehicle permit, "nlise 
are available at the reception 
desk. 

The Waterloo Recreation. Area 
is located just north of 1-94, mid­
way between Jackson and Ann 
Arbor. Nature Center visitors 
take 1-94 to exit 156, turn north 
and follow the park signs. 
Visitors are asked to leave their 
pets home.
