Seriously Injured 
In Auto Crash 

In the early morning Sunday, 
Oct. 12, a car driven by Ronald 
Maier, 10500 I,eeke, Grass Lake, 
veered off the road, drove up a 
hill and rolled back down to the 
road, pinning its driver under the 
roof. 

The accident occurred at 3:05 
a.m. on M-52 near Roepke Rd., 
when Maier attempted to 
hegotiate a curve at a high rate of 
speed. 

Washtenaw County Sheriff's 
Department answered the call 
and removed Maier from 
underneath his severely damag­
ed 1979 Pontiac. He was 
transported to University 
Hospital immediately, suffering 
from serious injuries. 

Methodist Home 
Plans Bazaar 
For Saturday 

Chelsea Methodist Retirement 
Home is planning its annual 
Bazaar for Saturday, Oct. 25 
from 1-6 p.m. 

The entrance to the bazaar is 
through ^hfrwest door, located on 
the ground floor of the M 
building. Featured there will be 
baked goods, ceramics, art, 
jewelry, hand work of all kinds, 
plants, a grab bag, and an odds 
and ends counter. There will also 
be a snack bar. 

Rick's Market, located on M-52 
and Werkner Rd., has voluntarily 
closed its doors following an inci­
dent on Sunday evening, Oct. 12. 
The store locked its doors Thurs­
day, Oct. 16 after customers com­
plained of ,foul tasting and 
odorous foodstuffs. 

The reason for all of this mess 
is apparently the result, of the 
misapplication or overapplica-
tion of an Orkin patented 
pesticide that was utilized to 
fumigate the store's interior. Ac­
cording to owner Terry Ricker-
man's attorney from Dexter, 
"We've had a contract with Orkin 
out of Jackson for about 10 years. 
They come in monthly to spray 
for pests, thereby keeping the 
market' free of any insects that 
could come in with the stock." 

This time, the owner's believe, 
they seem to have over-done it, 
spraying cracks and crevices 
first and then fogging the 
building. 

According to Rickerman, "The 
guy came out and said that he 
found a problem and took another 
container of pesticide which was 
darker and more potent than the 
first, into the store." 

On Monday, when Rickerman 
and his employees re-opened the 
market, they found puddles of the 
insecticide on the floor. "It's sup­
posed to be a fine mist that disap­
pears before it ever reaches the 
floor," the owner commented. In 
addition to the chemical wading 
pool, the employees were over­
whelmed by a pungent, rank odor 
remaining in the air. 

It is hot yet clear whether 
Orkin employees applied too 

-muchofthec^mical or whether 
the machinery usedi in its applica­
tion was defective or whether 
some other factor may be the 
cause-

Health Departments at the 
state and county level have been 
in the store, taking samples and 
initiating their investigations. 
The Federal Environmental Pro­
tection Agency has also sent in­
spectors to the scene who, upon 
leaving, claim "possible misap­
plication of the product." 

To combat this delicate situa­
tion, Rickerman, his family and 
his employees are working over­
time to take everything down 
from the shelves and scrub them 
each with an Orkin recommend­
ed Lysol solution. Any inventory 
that was packaged in paper or 
plastic, in fact any merchandise 
neither jarred nor canned, is be­
ing removed by the truckload to 
the Chelsea landfill. There, 
Rickerman has been advised that 
his contaminated inventory "is 
buried. 

Though Orkin has been under 
contract to fumigate Rick's 
Market monthly and they have 
ddne so in the past without ill side 
effects, this time around, accord­
ing to Rickerman, they demand­
ed that he sign a second contract 
agreeing to pay an additional $100 
for the fogging. "I signed it under 
protest, I was adamantly against 
it but it seemed as though it was a 
necessary precaution for the 
public," Rickerman confessed. 

"Still Orkin insists that they 
utilized only one chemical and 
that the resultant contamination 
did not come from the pesticide 
directly. They claim that it was 
the kerosene base in the chemical 
that is responsible," Rickerman 

^continued. "But, I've watched 
flies enter the building, fly about 

a minute and drop dead on the 
floor," he added. 

The EPA is presently attemp­
ting to determine the extent of the 
contamination and the amount of 
hazard it poses. Rickerman, too, 
has taken the necessary steps to 
bring legal action against the 
Jackson company. He and his 
legal counsel have initiated a 
lawsuit charging negligence and 
seeking damages for the lost in­
ventory and any physical injury 
that could result from the 
mishap. The case may eventually 
be heard before the circuit court. 

In the meantime, the strong 
odor prevails inside the store 
while Rickerman and his workers 
continue to work non-stop to 
clean up the mess. The store 
which was opened in 1971 by 
Terry's father, Harold, is accep­
ting any merchandise purchased 
by patrons at the time of the 
disaster. He asks that anyone 
with contaminated products 
return them to him immediately 
so they, too, may be taken to the 
dump and buried. 

Rickerman expects that Rick's 
Market will re-open for business 
no sooner than next week. 
"We've got to be absolutely sure 
that every single shelf, wall, jar 
and so on is washed clean of that 
stuff," he concluded.

Ike Lundberg, former Waterloo 
Recreation Area Manager was 
the guest speaker at the Oct. 13 
meeting of the Chelsea Historical 
Society. 

Lunberg, who is retired and liv­
ing in Lafayette, Ind., is active in 
the Lafayette County Historical 
Society. He serves as a dosian 
and takes tour groups through the 
Kickapoo Indian Territory. His 
interest in old forts centered his 
talk and slide presentation 
around Fort Quiatenon. 

This fort was established on a 
site six miles southwest of 
present-day Lafayette, Ind. It 
was founded by the French in 
1717, across the Wabash River 
from a large Wea Indian tribe. 
Buffalo and fur-bearing animals 
were abundant and Fort 
Quiatenon served as a trading 
post. 

This riches of the prairies and 
forests flowed easily from 
Quiatenon to Quebec and France 
until the French and Indian War 
from 1754 to 1763. The French lost 
their holdings to the British.'• 

In 1765, Colonel George 
Croghan, deputy supervisor of In­
dian Affairs for the English Col­
onies of America, was captured 
by Indians and brought to the 
fort. He met with Chief Pontiac in 
the summer of that year and sug­
gested that the Indians sign a 
peace treaty with the whites. 
Pontiac's response was to pull his 
tomahawk from his belt and 
throw it so its blade was buried in 
the ground. This gesture, mean­
ing to "end hostilities," gave rise 
to the phrase "bury the hatchet." 
But in 1786 the Quiatenon in­
habitants were forced to

evacuate the post for fear of their 
lives. 

Finally in 1791, President 
George Washington ordered the 
destruction of the Wabash Indian 
Village, bringing the era of 
Quiatenon to an end. 

In the late 19th century, local 
history buffs began to take a 
renewed interest in Quiatenon. In 
1930, the present blockhouse at 
Fort Quiatenon Historical Park 
was constructed. Archeological 
excavations were begun in 1968. 

The- actual site of Fort 
Quiatenon was placed on the Na­
tional Register of Historic Places 
by the U.S. Department of the In­
terior in 1970. 

To-complete his presentation, 
Lundberg talked briefly about the 
Feast of the Harvest Moon. In­
dians from throughout the United 
States come to the site to take 
part in the festivities and exhibit 
their crafts. This event usually 
takes place in October. 

During the business meeting of 
the Historical Society, a letter 
from Alethea Heldbig, associate 
professor of English at Eastern 
Michigan University, was read. 
The letter was a request for infor­
mation regarding a fictional In­
dian known as Manabozho, 
Nanibush, Nanaborho and 
Winabojou and in some way af­
filiated with the Ojibwa and Chip­
pewa Indians living in the Parker 
Rd. area. She requested that 
anyone Tcnowing of this historic 
person please get in touch with 
her. 

The need for a building to tem­
porarily store historical 
memorabilia until a permanent 
location is acquired was discuss­
ed.

Psychology Class 
Hears Hypnotist 
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After studying hypnosis, the 
psychology class at Chelsea High 
school asked Dr. Paul Davis, a 
noted hypnotist from Southfield, 
to come and speak about hyp­
nosis and demonstrate his skill. 

Dr. Davis began H& Oct. 14 
presentation by answering ques­
tions from the class. Principal 
John Williams was also intrigued 
by the subject and joined the 
students in time to pose a few 
questions. Inquiries pertained to 
the misconceptions surrounding 
hypnosis and Dr. Davis wanted to 
relieve any anxiety in the class 
before the four student 
volunteers became subjects.

Dr. Davis explained that 
he rarely uses hypnosis for these 
purposes. He normally deals with 
more serious problems. 

After answering questions, the 
doctor had two of the volunteers 
come forward. He began by try­
ing to relax them. They were ad­
mittedly nervous and it took quite

Section 23.10 TRANSIENT AMUSEMENT EN­

Circuses, carnivals, and similar transient amuse­
ment enterprises, music festivals and similar tem­
porary gatherings of people, may be permitted in any 
zoning district upon approvalby the Township Plan­
ning Commission and the issuance of a Special Land 
Use Permit by said Planning Commission in accord­
ance with the authority and procedure of Article 
X V I , in accordance with the following additional re­
quirements: 

1. Transient amusement enterprises shall be per­
mitted where the Planning Commission finds as 
a matter of fact that the location of such enter­
prise wil l not adversely effect the adjoining 
property or adversely effect public health, safe­
ty, morals, or general welfare. 

2. The Planning Commission shall require a bond 
or other acceptable security, payable to the 
township in an amount established by the Plan­
ning Commission which is reasonably sufficient 
to pay the costs to the township and the other 
municipal authorities reasonably expected to be 
incurred in the event of the breach of the Spe­
cial Land Use Permit, statute, ordinance or reg­
ulation, which requires the termination and re­
moval of such enterprise or gathering. 

3. The Planning Commission is authorized to al­
low occupancy for such a special land use as 
fol lows: 
A. For a carnival, circus or similar transient 

amusement enterprise for a period not to 
exceed twenty-one (21) days. 

B. For a religious meeting in a tent or other 
temporary structure for a period not to ex­
ceed sixty (60) days. 

C. For a music festival or similar temporary 
gathering of people for a period not to ex­
ceed three (3) days. 

4. Sale or furnishing of food and/or alcoholic bev­
erages at any circus, carnival, transient amuse­
ment enterprise, music festival or similar tem­
porary gathering of people shall not be per^ 
mitted under this ordinance unless the appro­
priate permits are obtained from the Washte­
naw County Health Department and/or the 
Michigan Liquor Control Commission. 

5. Invitation to the general public to any music 
festival or similar temporary gathering of people 
shall not be advertised, unless permitted by the 
Township Planning Commission. 

6. A l l circuses, carnivals, transient amusement en-
- terprises, music festivals and similar temporary 

gatherings of people shall have and maintain 
adequate health facilities under the ordinance 
and regulations of the Washtenaw County 
Health Department. 

7. Music festivals and other similar temporary 
gatherings of people shall not be financed by 
sale of tickets to the general public, unless per­
mitted by the Township Planning Commission. 

8. The land owner upon whose premises such cir­
cus, carnival, transient amusement enterprise, 
music festival, or similar temporary gathering 
of people occurs, shall appoint himself or an­
other person as his agent for the purpose of re­
ceiving all notices and receiving communica­
tions during the entire period of such use. 

9. The above regulations qre intended to be sup­
plemental to any others required by other sta­
tute, ordinance or regulation or other provisions 
of this Zoning Ordinance. 

A Special Land Use Permit is required for all 
circuses, carnivals, other transient amusement enter­
prises, music festivals and similar temporary gather­
ings of people where the number of. persons attend­
ing such enterprises and gatherings during its period 
of use shall exceecj one hundred (100) in number, 
or may be reasonably expected to be attended by 
more thon one hundred (100) persons.

Writ 134) Win Over Tecumseh 

Saline IS, Tecumseh O 
Friday night found Tecumseh's 

hopes of winning the 
Southeastern Conference title 
crushed by a strong Saline squad. 
The Indians' bid for the crown in 
their first year in the league stop­
ped with a 13-0 shut-out. 

Saline, on the other hand, 
tallied their 17th consecutive win 
and kept their perfect record in­
tact, giving them a more than 
likely chance to win the SEC title 
for the second year in succession. 

The first score came in the sec-
.ond quarter when the Hornets' 
Pope made a 46-yard run into In­
dian territory. Then, with less 
than a minute left on the pre-half-
time clock, Hornet quarterback 
Phelps made a 75-yard run to 
give his team a 13-0 advantage at 
the end of the quarter. 

There was no more scoring in 
the ballgame; they probably 
could have ended the game early. 
Convincingly, Saline upped its 
season record to 7-0 over-all and 
4-0 in the SEC. 

Willow Run 60, Dexter 0 
In a non-league encounter, the 

Dexter Dreadnaughts, winless 
this season, dropped to 0-7 on the 
year. But, it's worse than it 
sounds; the Dreadnaughts were 
shut out by Willow Run's Flyers 
60-0 . . . the worst loss in Dexter 
history. 

Willow Run scored nine 
touchdowns, made a two-point 
conversion and added five of the 
seven extra points attempted, 
Too, the Flyers tallied 588 yards 
rushing, 410 on the ground and 178 
through the air to give them a 4-3 
season record.
