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Legislature Faces More
" Budget Cuts

Members of the legislature will
be facing massive budget cuts
.and possible methods to Increase
state revenues upon their return
to Lansing for a final legislative
session of the year.

Governor William G. Milliken,
rejecting at present the discus-
sion of tax increases, said he will
be recommending very deep-and
painful cuts. He added the cuts
will affect virtually all areas of
government. ‘

Nelther Milliken or his aides
would discuss the exact amount
of the cuts that are being con-
stdered, although Management
and Budget Director Gerald
Miller has acknowledged that
falling revenues and increasing
welfare caseloads since Sep-
tember have put the state at least
$150 million more in the red.

Milliken said the cuts will be a
“gubstantial addition’’ to the $750
million in reductions he has
already made from government
operations at the 1979-80 level.

The governor confirmed that

 discussions with his aides

centered solely on budget cuts,

not tax increases, although in
September he was supporting a
package of revenue measures,
However, he would not rule cut
further support for tax measures
to help to balance the budget.
George Weeks, executive
secretary to the governor, ex-
plained Milliken would review

seek some revenue measures if
he decides the cuts would be too
deep.

The feasibility of legislative ap-

Other Republicans - noted the
caucus took that position in
September, arguing voters
should have such information
before the election.
- Republicans have insisted they
would not support any tax in-
creases in the last weeks of the
legislative year.

Members of the Democratic

-caucus would be reluctant to sup-

ply all the votes for tax increases
and believe they must follow
what they see ag voter sentiment
against taxes.

Meanwhile, Senate Minority
Leader Robert VanderLaan said
he will propose a property tax
relief package. when the
Legislature returns. He noted

. that although voters rejected the

three property tax proposals on
the ballot, the Legislature must
solve the problem of inflation as
reflected in increased property
taxes. - ;

VanderLaan said the defeat of
the proposals was a voter man-
date for the Legislature not fo
continue to ‘“spend and tax”
habits.

“It is not.going to be business
as usual in Lansing. Government

must become both more respon- -

sive and responsible. That also
includes a halt in the growth of
government,”’ he said.
VanderLaan said his proposed
package would index for inflation
the personal exemptions in the
state income tax; provide senior
citizens with increased
homestead property tax credits;
adjust the state’s current cireuit
breaker concept to provide a cir-
cuit breaker tax credit reduction
on local property tax bills, in-

stead of waiting for a state in--

come tax refund.

Among leaders in the engineer-

need for a mechanism of early
identification, recognition, and
continued follow-up guidance of
young people: with potentials for
engineering.

Accordingly, the Junior
Engineering Technical Society
(JETS) conduets a testing pro-
gram to focus the attention of
high school students, parents,
edycators, and counselors on -
thése needs and opportunities.
This program is known as the Na-
tional Engineering ' Aptitude
Search (NEAS).

As Home for Aged

Glacier Hills, 1200 Earhart Rd.,
‘Ann Arbor, has asked the state to
approve relicensure of 225 home
for the aged beds.

Previously know as The

Lutheran Retirement Center,

Glacier Hills was licensed as a
home for the aged until
December 1977, The license was
allowed to expire for lack of use,
since residents who required any
level of care were admitted
directly to the nursing home.

Glacier Hills now wishes to pro-
vide staff nursing to residents re-
maining in their apartments,
eliminating the need for admis-
sion to the nursing home in some
instances,

Currently, there are 230 apart-
ment residents in Glacier Hills.

There would he ho cost to the
project, which could become ef-
fective upon approval.

In keeping with state and
federal regulations requiring
state approval and action by the
local health systems agency
board prior to change in service,
Glacier Hills has applied for a
certificate of need. The applica-
tion is on file with the Michigan
Department of Public Health,
Division of Health Facility Plan-
ning and Construction.

The first REA electrification

kill this year is better than in the
past few years,” commented
Conservation Officer Craig
Wales, “and there have heen no
reported hunting accidents in
Washtenaw county.”

In sum,
though the Michigan harvest was
bountiful, the nation-wide crop is
down for the 1980 season.

From the time the corn is drop-

“ped off, it is immediately

transported to one of two areas in
the country. By rail, with each
car transporting 3,500 bushels,
most of Honeggers corn supply
will be sent to New England. And,
transporting 1,000 bushels of corn
per load to Toledo, truckers
deposit their loads for re-sale at
the Toledo Market and eventual
export. \

Nonetheless, Honeggers has
been unable to keep up with the
corn that is delivered en masse to
their warehouse. Presently,
350,000 bushels remain in storage
at the facility. This year, though,
they have been forced to try
something new. Honeggers,
literally jammed with the grain,
have stored 50,000 bushels in a
huge heap outside. “We’ve never
had to do it before, so it’s hard to
say what damage, if any, wil
result,”’ explained Heydlauff.
But, moisture content will not be
a problem. A few weeks ago, corn
was arriving with a 30 percent
moisture content; now, the
moisture has been considerably
reduced to approximately 20 per-
cent.
