Oversight Calls Jpr Willow Run 
Decision Disclosure, 

General Motors executives would 
be strongly urged to disclose reasons 
behind their decision to shut down 
their Willow Run plant earlier this 
year, under instructions of a resolu­
tion (HCR 694) winding its way 
through the state Legislature. 

Rep. Kirk Profit (D-Ypsilanti), 
. sponsor of the language, said his in-
" tentlon is to create a relationship 

which would allow the state to better 
serve the needs of businesses located 
here. "We want team play in Michi­
gan and GM so far has refused to 
become « member of the team," he 
said. "I don't care who they talk to. 

^ e l l somebody in the state what they 
want from Michigan." 

The resolution indicates that "the 
private sector must join ail levels of 
government in a team effort to fight 
for Michigan jobs. It is essential that 
Michigan's lawmakers have a clear 
understanding of the criteria that the 
officials of General Motors used in ar­
riving at the decision to close five 
Michigan plants." 

Profit said that at the same time 
. GM was announcing plant closures in 

Michigan, it was announcing openings 
in Mexico and Poland, where report­
edly its costs would be lower. 

In their efforts to enhance business, 
the resolution said, manufacturers 
are taking advantage of not only 
lower labor costs but "far less 
stringent. environmental standards" 
as well. 

Action on a third Willow Run resolu­
tion (HCR 727) calling for the attorney 
general's office to enter litigation as 
an aggrieved party against GM was 
postponed. 

Legislators agreed it would be more 
beneficial to discuss with the ad­

ministration the status of the suit, fil­
ed by Ypsilanti township, alleging a 
violation of a tax abatement agree­
ment by GM. 

"To urge the governor and the at­
torney general to get into a case that 
may not be a good case . . . I'd like to 
know a little bit more about the facts 
of the case," said Rep. Patrick 
Gagliardi (D-Drummond Island). 

Profit criticized the auto company 
for reneging on its portion of the 
agreement which he said called for it 
to retain 4,900 jobs, in exchange for 
the abatements. A year and a half into 
the contract when the plant closing 
was announced, he said the abate­
ments totaled $15.5 million. 

"If GM has no commitment, what is 
the quid pro quo?" asked Profit, spon­
sor of the resolution. "Are we giving 
to corporate welfare?" 

While members agreed with Profit 
that some review of the abatement 
contract obligations would be ap­
propriate, several suggested changes 
to the statute providing for the tax 
breaks would be more effective. 

"I think it's got to be totally 
overhauled so there is account­
ability," said Rep. Jan Dolan 
(R-Farmington Hills).

Agency Forecast Shows Need 
To Trim $200 Million from Budgets 
A revised revenue forecast by the 

Senate Fiscal Agency, showing an in­
crease of 6.9 percent in general 
fund/school aid fund money in 1992-93, 
will leave the state $156.1 million short 
of the spending recommendations of 
Governor John Engler. 

Adding to the budget pressures is 
$50 million that has been added to the 
budget bills as they moved through 
the Legislature, Senate Fiscal Agency 
Director Gary Olson said. 

Much of that additional funding is 
due to rejection of the governor's pro­
posals to privatize someiunctions. 

The new estimated will be con­
sidered when the administration^ 
Senate and House officials begin 
meetings to develop a "consensus" 
revenue estimate to be used in finaliz­
ing the budget for the new year. 

The SFA's revenue estimate is 
$7,804.6 million, compared'to general 
fund/school aid fund appropriations 
recommended by the governor of 
$7,960.7 million. 

A couple of issues that will be 
discussed while the Legislature and 
Governor John Engler determine 
final targets for next fiscal year in­
clude a revenue sharing freeze that 
would save $45.5 million and privatiz­
ing liquor merchandising within the 
Liquor Control Commission, a pro­

posal the governor recommended in 
his Commerce budget and which the 
House and Senate have said no to 
eliminating funding for until the pro­
jected savings are realized

The district estimates it will lose 
about $550,000 from the freeze in state 
equalised valuation imposed this 

Sear, another $56,700 from the con-
roveraial tax base sharing plan 

(which is being challenged in the 
courts), and about $150,.000 from a 
decline in special education reim­
bursement by the state. Special 
education programs are mandated by 
the state. 

All of those figure are estimates. 
If Chelsea's 1.95 muhrequest and 

WISD's 1.45 mill request both pass, 
Chelsea's millage will be rolled back 
.5 mills because both requests, in 
part, fund the same special education 
programs. 

For this school year, Chelsea's total 
millage (operating plus debt retire­
ment), 37.57, was lower than all but 
one district In the county, Ann Arbor. 
Its total operating millage, 35.77, was 
lower than Ypsilanti, Lincoln, Milan, 
Manchester, and Willow Run, but 
higher than Ann Arbor, Dexter, 
Saline, and Whitmore Lake. 

According to assistant superinten­
dent Fred Mills, district expenses for 
1991-92 are projected at $12,613,155. 
Proposed expenses for 199243 are 
$13,139,338, while Income is projected 
at $13,094,052, assuming the additional 
millage is passelL The difference 
would be made up by fund equity. 

Since the beginning of the current 
school year, cuts totaling about

operating millage of 28.45 mills. . 

The second proposition involves a 
1.75 milla renewal for renovations, 
repairs, and equipment. Money 
generated, an estimated $143,290, 
Could not be used for general opera­
tions. 

A third proposition asks for a new .5 
mills dedicated to transportation for 
the next five years. That money would 
allow the district to purchase one bus 
per year with the $40,940 that would be 
raised. The district last purchased a 
bus in 1989. 

The fourth proposal is a Headlee 
Amendment over-ride. That would 
allow the district to collect an addi­
tional $33,570. The Headlee Amend­
ment requires that millage rates be 
roiled back when growth in state 
equalized valuation rises faster than 

inflation. Without the rollback, 
general fund cuts will have to be 
made. 

—If all-millage proposals are passed, 
district residents would see their 
taxes rise by 2.45 mills. 

A pamphlet distributed by Friends 
of Grass Lake Schools give examples 
of how school costs have risen since 
1980, when the millage was last in-
creased. Cost of a bus has nearly 
doubled, from $21,353 to $40,000; an 
American literature textbook has 
nearly tripled from $10.65 to $29.97, 
and full family Blue Cross insurance 
has increased from $86.76 monthly to 
$377.76. 

Grass Lake Community Schools has 
not had a millage increase in 12 years. 
During that time, the district has used 
its fund equity, or rainy day fund, to 
deal with increased costs. Now, 
however, the district does not want to 
dig into that account any further.

During the June 
sign-up, interested landowners and 
farmers must apply and bid for enroll-
ment' with the ASCS office.

Curtis Convicted in 
Slabbing Death of Wife

Dexter township resident William 
Curtis was convicted last week in the 
stabbing death of his wife, Sue Ellen 

Aprill in their home. 
The jury indicated the prosecution 

didn't prove that Curtis planned the 
murder, but convicted him of first-
degree felony murder, a crime that 
takes place during another felony. 

Curtis, 54, is scheduled to be 
sentenced June 23. The verdict car­
ries a mandatory life prison term 
without the possibility of parole. 

' Curtis was also convicted on two 
charges of armed robbery, and the 
use of a firearm during a felony. He 
was aquitted on pre-meditated 
murder and murder conspiracy 
charges. 

The jury deliberated less than seven 
hours. 

Curtis* homosexual lover, Todd 
Plamondon, 24, testified against Cur-

_tis in a plea bargain arrangement. He 
said Curtis offered to pay him 15,000 
for the murder, but claimed he did not 
actually commit the murder. Curtis, 
on the other hand, claimed he was be­
ing blackmailed by Plamondon, who 
threatened to reveal their relationship 
to Sue Ellen Curtis and William Cur­
tis' employer. 

According to assistant prosecutor 
Jerome D. Fanner n, Plamondon 
passed three lie detector tests while 
Curtis failed the only one be took. 
That evidence, however, could not be 
revealed during the trial.

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WISD To Seek Millage 
For Special Education 

Monday's annual school elections 
will include a county-wide, 1.45 mill 
proposal from the Washtenaw In­
termediate School District (WISD)for 
the funding of state-mandated special 
education programs in the county. 

Special education is the major func­
tion of WISD. It also handles gifted 
and vocational education, testing, and 
other specialized education pro­
grams. 

The money is needed, according to 
WISD, because local reimbursement 
by the state has stayed relatively 

-level over the years, but costs have 
skyrocketed. In the last 10 years, 
WISD student population has Increas­
ed from about 4,000 to 4,924 as of the 
end of 1991. Thai is more than 12 per­
cent of the entire school population of 
the county (approximately 42,000), 
which includes Chelsea, Dexter, Man­

chester, Ann Arbor, Lincoln, Milan, 
Saline, Whitmore Lake, Willow Run, 
and Ypsilanti School Districts. 

Locally, 267 students from Chelsea, 
230 from Dexter, and 150 from Man­
chester are in special education pro­
grams, which includes classes for 
students with learning disabilities, 
emotional impairments, speech and 
language problems, and other mental 
or physical problems. 

Each year, county school districts 
submit their special education 
budgets to WISD. They basically sub­
tract state reimbursable expenses 
from each budget, then apply a 
percentage for county reimburse-' 
ment. Each district receives the same 
percentage. 

This year, according to John Dietz, 
assistant superintendent for person­
nel and finance at WISD, districts , 

were reimbursed about 65 percent of 
their costs this year. That percentage 
is projected to drop to 40 percent next 
year and gradually decrease to 22 per­
cent by 1995*96 without new millage. 

With new millage, WISD would 
reimburse 85 percent of costs for each 
of the next five years, Dietz said. 

It's not a small amount of money. 
For example, without new mjUage, 
WISD would reimburse Chelsea 
$378,264 next year. With the millage, 
Chelsea would get a total of $700,366

next year and $2,460,269 in additional 
funds over five years. The figures are 
similar for Dexter, which would get 
$343,864 without the millage and 
$714,688 with it. 

Dietz said WISD projected certain 
inflation factors related to teaching 
salaries, supplies, and other costs, 
and assumed no increase in state 
reimbursement. The millage is 
designed to keep funding level for five 
years. WISD last passed a special 
education millage in 1987, for 1.5 
mills. 

Without the WISD millage^ local 
school districts will be forced to use 
more of their general.fund monies for 
special education. In Chelsea's case, 
the board of education has promised 

toi roll baclc Its operating millage byT" 
mills if its request for 1.95 new mills is 
also passed by voters next Monday. 

WISD, by law, may only seek per­
manent (charter) millages. The in­
crease would push the WISD millage 
to 4.95 mills, which includes .255 mills 
for debt retirement. 

Exports and imports of goods and 
services will continue to be the fastest 
growing categories of the gross na­
tional product over the 1990-2005 
period, according to the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics.

High school students may face felony 
charges ranging from breaking and 
entering to concealing stolen property 
in connection with vandalism at the 
high school on May 22.
