Chelsea-AnnArborBus 
Route Gets New Life 
As Luna May Contribute 

Chelsea School District gave itself 
some options as it plans for near-term 
and long-term building projects when 
the school board Monday night voted 
unanimously to purchase 50 acres of 
land off Freer and Trinkle Rds. in 
Lima township. 

The farmland is-wmed by Duane 
and Elsie Weiss and Lee and Helen 
Weiss. It begins approximately op­
posite the high school driveway on 
Freer Rd., runs south all the way to 
Trinkle Rd., and east about half a 
mile i t iradjacent tci theHeirst farm, 
part of which is being developed into 
Chelsea Meadows subdivision in Lima 
township. The owners approached the 
district about the sale. 

Purchase price, subject to con­
tingencies, is $200,000, about $27,000 
less than its appraised value. The 
district will put 150,000 down and"pay~ 
off a land contract at 6 percent in­
terest in three years. 

The district expects to close on the 
property in 90 days. The property will 
be annexed to give the property ac­
cess to village utilities. 

"As we prepare for the future we 
have to be concerned about having 
property contiguous to the village," 
said superintendent Joe Piasecki. 

"Water and sewer are a real con­
cern. We're real pleased. I don't think 
we could have made a better move. 
There are not many opportunities to 
get property contiguous to the village, 
and access to [the high school site] is 
extremely good. This should let us 

-take-careof-our-needs for manyyears 
to come. I think the community is go­
ing to be glad they have this 
property." 

Assistant superintendent Fred Mills 
estimated that about 85 percent of the 
land is buildable but that eventually 
the whole parcel could become 
buildable once the Palmer-Baldwin 

drain is repaired. The clogged drain 
has caused all sorts of problems, in­
cluding flooding around Beach Middle 
school. 

"I think we'll make that happen 
ultimately," Mills said of the drain 
repairs. 

"The schools are exempt from 
assessments for drain repairs but 
we'll put our part in voluntarily since 
we'll get a lot of the benefit. Having 
that repaired will also help the high 
school and the middle school."

"We were absolutely amazed at the 
capability of the software," Piasecki 
said. 

"We can look at all kinds of dif­
ferent scenarios, from how long we 
want the routes to take to how many 
miles they are, and how many 
students they will pick up.

pleased with the software and sup­
port. We anticipate we will make our 
money back very quickly by changing 
some routes, eliminating others and 
generally streamlining the system."

DDA consultant Franz Mogdis 
described the change in emphasisHn a

"Now that we've made the changes 
downtown, we need to publicize why 
we did them," Mogdis said. 

Mogdis said the marketing and pro­
motions budget is about $100,000, but 
that includes money from the DDA, 
Chelsea Merchants Association, and 
other individual businesses. Promo­
tions will be more co-ordinated than 
they have been. In essence, downtown 
Chelsea will be marketed more like a 
shopping mall. A slogan, "Chelsea, 
See What's in Store," was developed 
and was included in materials pro­
moting last week-end's streetscape 
dedication. The slogan can be used in 
a generic way. Last week it was "See 
What's in Store . Downtown." 
"Downtown" could be replaced with 
just about any kind of event or place. 

"We will have more consistent, on­
going activity," Mogdis said. 

Mogdis is-tabulating responses 
from a survey recently sent to 1,050 
households in the Chelsea, 
Stockbridge, Unadilla, Gregory, Man­
chester, and Grass Lake areas. He's 
had a response rate of about 35 per­
cent, an unusually high percentage. 

From the survey DDA hopes to 
learn what shoppers like and dislike 
about Chelsea and what would make 
them shop downtown more often. 

A big program will be aimed at pro­
moting Chelsea as the place to shop 
for Christmas. 

Another marketing effort is being, 
aimed at business retention and 
recruitment, although Mogdis said 
there is no lack of interest once a 
storefront becomes available. .

Kelley Urges Legislature To Retain 
Open Meetings Requirement 

In a letter to members of the House 
and Senate last week, Attorney 
General Frank Kelley urged them not 
to bow to pressure from university of* 
ficials who want their governing 
boards to be exempt from require­
ments of the Open Meetings Act. 

Michigan State University and the 
Michigan Association of Governing 
Boards are seeking an exemption to 
the act, with MSU saying the closed 
deliberations are necessary in order 
for its Board of Trustees to select a 
school president. University officials 
(said last month that members of the 
board have complained that they can­
not trust each other and having the 
process open is too divisive. 

The University of Michigan is sup­
portive of Ihe exemption, as is Sen. 
John Schwarz (R-Battle Creek), who 
has introduced two bills (SBs 1210 and 
1211) to accommodate MSU. The 
measures would exempt a 
university's deliberations or inter­
views in a presidential search, as well 
as any related applications or 
documents, from the Open Meetings 
and Freedom of Information Acts. 

Both bills have been sent to the 
Senate Education Committee, chaired 
by Sen. Michael Bouchard (R-Birm-
ingham). There has been no hearing 
scheduled yet. 

But Kelley,a staunch supporter of 

Meetings Act as promoting accounta­
bility and openness in government. 

Backers of the laws, including 
House Judiciary Chair Perry Bullard 
(D-Ann Arbor) and Rep. David 
Hollister (D-Lansing), two of their 
key sponsors, expressed outrage last 
month when Michigan State Universi­
ty made the request for the Open 
Meetings exemption, saying it would 
undermine the act. 

"This is just another nibbling at the 
Open Meetings," an aide to Buttard 
said. "Where do you stop." 

While those who are behind the ex­
emption have argued that persons ap­
plying for such significant positions 
should be afforded some level of con­
fidentiality and protection from 
public scrutiny until the search is nar­
rowed to. a small number, the 
legislators referred to Kelley's con­
cerns related to state funding for the 
facilities. 

"You're talking about prestige and, 
big money here, and a major decision 
that will affect the entire state," 
Hollister said. 

Hollister admitted the open process 
may be difficult for some participants 
and could discourage others as well 
from even applying for such posts 
with colleges and universities. But he 
said an education board's most impor­
tant decision-making responsibility is 
choosing a university president or 
schobTsuperintendent. If trustees can-

TO AVOID PROBATE 

"Probate" is the court 
procedure used 10 transfer property 
lo a deceased person's heirs. The 
court procedure is olicn very 
-expensive and^nniry late months" 
or years before the heirs receive 
their-inheritance. Having a will 
docs not in itself avoid probate. 

Joint ownership und prc-dcaih 
transfers will avoid probate but may 
have devastating lav consequences 
lo the heirs. In addition control of 
the property is surrendered 
prematurely, 

The safest und most effective 
method is the Revocable Living 
Trust, which in combination with 
other documents avoids probate as 
well as minimiziriu or eliminating 
taxes, attorney fees and court costs.

Dodak and others claim the transfer 
violates the state's Management and 
Budget Act, which provides for ap­
proval of both the House and Senate 
Appropriations Committees before 
the movement of funds can be com­
pleted.

Columbus9Discovery Praised 
To provide another of those eitended week-ends 

so popular among shoppers and sonoolUds, this 
Columbus Day comes tpo days before the actual 
anniversary of the great wyager's discovery of 
America half a millennium ago. But historical 
revisionists and Columbus bashers aside, there's 
atfll reason to celebrate. 

By Philip C. Clarke 
—Today's "politically correct" critics 
would have us believe that Christo­
pher Columbus' epic voyage brought 
nothing but death and destruction to 
the New World. The National Council 
of Churches, for example, has called 
Columbus' arrival "a historic 
tragedy" that should be condemned 
as "an invasion and colonization with 
legalized occupation, genocide, 

economic exploitation and a deep 
level of institutional racism and 
moral decadence." In the words of 
Russell Means, the Indian activist, 
Columbus "makes Hitler look like a 
juvenile delinquent.''

that the Aztecs still held sway in 
Montezuma's old capital city, where 
thousands of sacrificial humans had 
their beating hearts cut out with stone 
knives? These Aztecs were so feared 
by their neighbors that the local tribes 
actually welcomed the Spanish con-
quistadores. 

Continues Hart: "Does anyone ac­
tually think that the Stone Age 
American Indians were about to 
launch a civilization comparable to 
that of Columbus, Michelangelo and 
Dante, (all 15th century contem­
poraries)?" To ask the question, he 
adds, is to answer it. "The Indians 
had no written language and had not 
even invented the wheel." 

Most defenders of Columbus by no 
means seek to ignore the cruelty and 
violence that often accompanied the 
colonization of North and South 
America. Nor do they attempt to, 
denigrate the native cultures of the In­
dian races that preceded Columbus. 
Yet, they view the arrival of Western 
civilization as both inevitable and, in 
the balance, beneficialtomankind as 
a whole. 

"In the European world of Colum­
bus," says Professor Hart, "the great 
navigators were part of an explosion 
of cultural and intellectual energy 
that reached into all areas of life. 
Viewed historically, Christopher Co­
lumbus combines features of the old 
medieval world and the new restless 
creative drives of the Renaissance. 
And so, 500 years later, hail to Colum­
bus, who so richly deserves the title 
conferred upon him by the Spanish 
monarchs, 'Admiral of the Ocean 
Sea'." 

As for who first discovered 
America, archeological finds in New­
foundland in the 1960's provide 
evidence that Leif Erikson and his in­
trepid Norsemen landed there some 
500 years before Columbus and his 
three-snip, 87 man expedition reached 
the Bahamas on Oct. 14,1492. But Col­
umbus' entire 32-week voyage was 
recorded by the4talian-bora actatfral 
for all posterity. And it set in motion 
mankind's continuing search of the 
unknown, including that newest of 
frontiers, Space. It was just 35 years 
ago this month that Sputnik I, the first 
man-made satellite orbited Earth. A 
dozen years later, our astronauts

FLOATERS 
Have youj^yer noticed spots dancing be­

fore your eyf s? Many of us have; and it's not 
all "in your head", they are in_your eyes! 

Often when looking against a light background, such as the sky 
or a sheet of paper, we will see irregular grayish spots or lines 
which seem to "float" in space, and sway back and forth as our 
eyes move. Some people don't notice these at all, but others are 
affected to varying degrees, and sometimes the floaters are so 
dense they may obscure vision until they float out of the way. 

These floaters are tiny particles of tissue suspended in the jelly-
like fluid inside our eyes. Floaters are so common that they can 
be-cott4idered-normalrjust a nuisancer but they are-iiflialways

harmless. If floaters have suddenly shown up or seem to be very 
dense, an eye examination is indicated to rule out probLems 
which might require treatment; In some cases,-floaters can be a 
sign of beginning retinal detachment, or of hemorrhages within 
the eye.

Truck Load Limits 
Pose Complex Issue 
For Farm Vehicles 

Some Michigan farmers this fall are 
getting hit with substantial fines for 
overweight trucks, according to 
Michigan Farm Bureau legislative 
counsel Ron Nelson. "Figuring out if 
you're in compliance with the weight 
limits can be kind of tricky," he 
said, "especially since the weight of a 
fully loaded, farm truck can vary, 
depending on whether it's early or 
late in the harvest season." 

Nelson said a good over-all strategy 
for a farmer is to estimate the volume 
he can load on the truck while still re­
maining well under the weight limit. 
"Then, get that load weighed to see 
how close you are to the weight limit, 
and adjust the volume of the next load 
up or down accordingly. Know ap­
proximately how much you can put on 
the truck and don't overload," he 
said. 

The weight limit formulas are very 
complex and can even vary from one 
county to another, according to

Donated Game Meat 
Will Help Feed Hungry 
With the release of the first bow on 

'the opening day of archery deer 
season on Oct. 1, the second campaign 
of Michigan Sportsmen Against 
Hunger begins. 

The state-wide program, sponsored 
by the Michigan United Conservation 
Clubs, Salvation Army and Safari 
Club International, hooks up generous 
hunters with the Salvation Army and 
other meal sites for the hungry. 

Last year, Michigan Sportsmen 
Against Hunger collected 16,000 
pounds of donated meat.

Each pound of meat donated to a 
Salvation Army center, soup kitchen 
or food pantry feeds four hungry peo­
ple.

Cash donations to Michigan Sports­
men Against Hunger help pay for 
transportation, processing and pro­
motion. Food pantries and meal 
centers can always use some canned 
goods or other fresh meats. 

"Michigan Sportsmen Against 
Hunger is just one more way hunters 
can show their compassion and 
demonstrate their understanding that 
the wildlife that used to feed our 
pioneers now can feed the hungry," 
said Bob Easterbrook, director of 
Michigan Sportsmen Against Hunger. 
"We're sure hunters once again will 
come through for the Salvation Army 
and other food .centers." 

"THs program is in keeping with 
sportsmen's concern for others and 
their generosity," said Thomas L. 
Washington, executive director of 
Michigan United Conservation Clubs. 
"We're proud to help those less for­
tunate than ourselves in any way that 
we can. We urge others to do the 
same."

This watery, slightly milky liquid, 
called acidic whey, pan help prevent 
soil loss during irrigation. That's the 
report from U.S. Department of 
Agriculture scientists in Kimberly, 
Idaho. 

They found that pumping whey 
down furrows before irrigating could 
cut soil losses as much as 75 percent. 
Whey acts somewhat like an adhe­
sive, holding soil in place. 

"Whey is a little sticky, because of 
iaJls sugar and protein content," said 
iMelvin J. Brown, a soil scientist with 
) USDA's Agricultural Research Serv-
! ice. Cottage cheese whey is also 
S acidic—about the same pH as vine-
t gar—which benefits the soil. Hard 
J cheeses, like cheddar, produce sweet

Endangered Species 
Act Reform Urged By 
Michigan Farmers 

Legislation introduced to reform 
the Endangered Species Act "should 
restore balance, scientific integrity 
and common sense to an important 
environmental law," according to the 
Michigan Farm Bureau. Public Af­
fairs Director Al Almy said the 
measure would "protect endangered 
species without endangering the 
economic well-being of millions of 
people and thousands of 
communities." 

The reform proposal would achieve 
that, Almy said, by requiring the 
federal government to consider the ef­
fect on local and regional economies 
when designing recovery plans for 
threatened or endangered plants and 
animals. The bill would also require 
peer review of the decision to list 
species. 

"It's imperative that the En­
dangered Species Act be flexible and 
workable," said Almy. "Farmers and 
ranchers who have on or near their 
property endangered or threatened 
species now face a tremendous 
regulatory burden, which is often im­
possible to comply with. If the law has 
no flexibility, it won't be supported by 
landowners who are ultimately pro­
viding the habitat for these plants and 
animals. I think everyone will agree 
that recovery efforts should be co­
operative-rattier than coercive." 

Almy said the bill also would speed 
up the process of protecting en­
dangered species by requiring 
recovery plans to take effect within 18 
months for species newly listed and 
within two years for species already 
listed. It would also provide a 
timetable- and specific goals for 
boosting the population levels of listed 
species. — —;
