Atthe request of Postmaster General Gres-
ham, Attorney Genera. Brewster has address-
ed a circular to all district attorneys, dlrwm:ﬁ
them to cordially ceoperate with officers
the postoffice department in et section
8,804, revised statutes, which forbids any
letter or circular concerning lotteries shall be
carried in the mall.

AN BXPLANATION.

Justice Bradley delivered she opinion of the
zlgremecounon the civil rights decision the
er day, setting forth the leading points in
the decision, and explain the scope of the
Fourteenth Amendment. His remarks upon
this point may be summed up in the following
sentence: *‘(ongress cannot | te upon
subjects within the domain of state legisla-
tion.” Further in the decision he says: “Civil
: ts acts, such as are guaranteed by the con-
stitution st state agression eanaot be im-
paired by the wrongful acts of individuals un-
supported by state authority in the shape of
laws, customs or judicial or executive proceed-
ings. The wrongful act of an . indiyidual,” un-
supported by any such authority, is simply a
private wromg or crime of that individual, an
invasion of the rights'of the injured party, it is
true, whether they affect his person, his pro;
erty, or his reputation, but if not sanctiohed
some way by the state, or not done under its
authority, hfs rights remain in full force and
may presumably be vindicated by a resort to
the laws of the state {or redress. An ipdivid-
ual cannot deprive a man of his right to vole,
to hold property, to buy and sell, to sue int he
courts, or to be a witness or juror. He
may, by force or fraud, interfere with the en-
joymentof a right in a particular case; he- may
commit asgault against the person, or commit
murder, or use ruffianly violence at the polle,
or slander the goed name of a fellow citizen,
but unless protected in these wrongful acts by
some shield of state law or state authority bé,
cannot destroy or injure a right. He will only
render himself amenable to satisfaction or pun-
ishment, and amenable, therefore, to the laws
of the statewhere the wrongful act is eommit-
ted. Ifthe principles of the interpretation we
have laid down are correct, as we deem thent
to be, it isclear that the law inquestior cannot
be sustained by any grant of legislative power
made to congress by the fourteenth amendment,
Of the thirteen amendment, he said, by its own
force it abolished slavery and established free-
dom. This amendment isnot &« new ?rohlbl-
tion of state laws, but an absolute declaration
that slavery or invo'untary servitude shall not
exist in any part of the United States. Inn-
keepers and public carriers, by the law of all
States. so far aswe are aware, are bound to ex-
tend their facilities, and to furnish proper
accommodation to sll unobjectionable persons
who, in good faith, apply for them. [f the laws
themselves make any unjust discrimination
amenable to the prohibitions of the fourteenth
amendment Congress bas full power to afford
a remedy under that amendment and in se.
cordance with fn. When a man has emerged
from slavery, and by the aid-of deficient legis-
lation has en off the inseparable concomi-
tants of that state, there must be some stage
in the progress of bis elevation when he takes
rank as o mere citizen and ceases to be a
special favorite of the laws, and when his
ghts as a citizen or man are to be proteeted
in the ordinary modes by which other men’s
rights are protected. There were thousands
of free colored people in this countr
before -the abolition of slavery, enjoying all
the esscntial rlglm of life, liberty and property
the same as white citizens, yet no one at that
time thought it was any invasion of their per-
sonal status as free men because they were not
admitted to allthe privileges enjoyed by white
«<itizens, or because they were subjeeted to dis-
criminations in the enjoyment of the accommo-
dations of inns, public convevances and places
of amusement. Mere diseriminations on ac-
~punt of race or color were not regarded as s
badge of slaverv. If, since that time, the en-
joyment of equal I:Hhuln all theserespects has
become establish>d by constitutional enact
ment, it is not by the force of the thirteenth
amendment, which merely abolished slavery,
but by the foree of the fourteenth aud fifteenth |
amendments.  “On the whole, we are of_the
opinion that no countenance of authority for
the passage of the law in question can be found
in either the thirteenth or fourteenth amend-
ment to the Constitution, and no other ground
of authority for its passage being suggested, it
- must necessarily be declared void, at least so
far as its operations in the several states are

¢d Finzer's mind, and that while his wife an
children were sleeping he murdered them and
then killed himself, as there is no evidence in
the room that there was & scuffe. The man-
ver in which the murderous father killed him-
scll is certainly diabolical. By his side was an
empty gun barrel with nohemmer or the stock.
Ee must have loaded the barrel and held one
end in the flame of a lamp that stood near by
and the other in his face, and held it tiil it ex-
ploded from heat and blew his: biains out.

AMONG the questions likely to engage
the attention of Congress at its next
session will be the admission of Montane
into the Union.
