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FIRST WATCHES AND CLOCKS

81x Centuriws Hat Eli peed Slnca
Great Convenience Wae Given

to the World.

Since celebrations are the order ot
the day, why not observe the sixth
century of the Introduction of clocks?
It was, we are told, in 1309 that the
first clock known to the world was
placed In the tower of San Eustorgio,
In Milan.
The greatest astonishment and ad-

miration were manifested by crowds
who came to see the timepiece. Ir.
13/4 a clock was installed in the pal-
ace of the nobles at Vadua. This was
a wonder of mechanism indeed, for
besides indicating the hours it showed
the course of the sun, the revolutions
of the planets, the various phases of
the sun, the months and the fetes of
the year.
The period of the evolution from

the clock to the watch was 71 years,
not so very long all things considered,
and the record of the first watch Is
1380. A half century later an alarm
clock made Its appearance. This, we
are told, was looked upon by the peo-
ple of that age as “un instrument
prodlgieux."

The fortunate possessor of this clock
was Andrea Alclato, a councillor of
Milan. The chroniclers have placed
on record that this clock sounded a
bell at a stated hour, and at the same
time a little wax candle was lighted
automatically. How this was done
we are not told, but it must not be
overlooked that until about 70 years
ago we had no means of obtaining a
tight other than the tinderbox, so that
the Milanese must have been centuries
ahead of us in this respect.-
Not muct progress was made with

the watch until 17-iO, when the second
hand was added.

Insane Patients In Fire Panic.

Early Monday morning before the
usual activity was in progress at the
Northern Michigan Insane asylum, at
Traverse City, fire was discovered in
the clothes room on hall No. 2, in
the “violent ward." There are 1,000
patients in the asylum.
The alarm was sounded as quietly

as possible, but many of the inmates
smelled smoke and a panic ensued.
Fifteen women in a room adjoin-

ing that in which the fire originated
were wild with- fear, and much trou-
ble was had in getting theih out of
the building. They were determined
.to remain and gaze at the flames.
They were rescued uninjured.
Hall 2 is situated on the second

floor of the main building, to which
the blaze was confined by the brigade
of the Institution. The city depart-
ment was not called, as it was deem-
ed unwise to turn In a general alarm
on account of the condition of the in-
mates. The damage is slight, prob-
ably not exceeding $300.
The cause of the fire is not known.

As thp inmates are not al’owcd to
handle matches, and as the building
is lighted by electricity, there is
something of a mystery about it.

STATE BRIEFS.

Old Italian Pantomime.
If we can believe a traveler's tale,

the pantomimes in Italy of the seven-
teenth century exceeded even present
day productions in strange stage ef-
fects. An anonymous writer quoted
in “Broadbent’s History of Panto-
mime'' describes a piece called
“Nerone Infante," produced in Rome
at the Theater Caprijnio in 1698, in
which was exhibited the interior of
hell. "The stage opened,” says the
chronicler, "and discovered a scene
underneath representing the river of
Lethe full of infernal spirits spitting
fire, while Charon's boat made its
way across. Upon landing a prodigi-
ous monst r appeared whose mouth
nearly cov ed the whole of the stage
and emitted a number of monstrous
snakes. The monster moved toward
the audience, who shrieked with hor-
ror, but in a moment it was trans-
formed into a multitude of broad
white butterflies, which . flew into the
pit so low that some touched the spec-
tators’ heads. At the same time the
scene ol .mged into a beautiful gar-
den."

Interurban Railroads Join.

Official announcement was made at
Niles that the Northern Indiana Rail-
way Co. has consolidated with the
Southern Michigan interurban.

Philip Snyder was arrested at Hast-
faga for the alleged violation of the
law prohibiting the sale of cider In
less than five-gallon lots. Snyder is
accused of supplying apple-jack for
drink parties.

A delegation of women from the
Federation of Women’s clubs ap-
peared before Chief Kaln at Saginaw
and demanded that the numerous ash
cans be removed In accordance with
the city ordinance.

Benjamin Hall, hotelkeeper of Wat-
rousville, was sentenced to 90 days
in jail for violation of the local op-
tion law. John Cline and John Rlker,
of Cass City, were fined $50 each for
giving away liquor.

The local option campaign opened
in Port Huron Sunday night when
Judge A. Z. Black, of Ohio, delivered
an address on the liquor traffic before
a large union meeting in the First
Congregational church.

The roundup of a series of Farm-
ers’ Institutes, held in various parts
of Wayne county this month, will
take place in the Romulus M. E.

The giant white pine on the farm
of Ixmls McCallum, the last remnant
of the forest that brought Muskegon
into the first rank as a lumber pro-
ducing center, has been tolled. It
stood on the bank of Cushman creek
and was visible for miles. Because
lightning Btruck it a year ago the
owner decided to convert it into lum-
ber. The tree produced 10,000 feet
of timber.

By the liberal donations the debt of
$16,800 is wined, out and provision
is made for the current expenses of
the institution to January two years
hence. At the beginning of the new
season it Is thought that the enter-
prise will have become self-sustaining.
A party of woodsmen are establish-

ing a camp at Tunts, on the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad, seven
miles from Sldnaw, making it their
headquarters while they search for
the body of Robert Beldler, of Dc wa-
giac, who was lost during the deer
season last November. Beidler was a
wealthy merchant who made annual
trips to the upper peninsula and/ it
was while on one of these that he
came up missing. A reward of $3,000
is offered for the recovery of the body.

The members of the Mary Marshall
chapter, D. A. R., have started a fund
for the erection of a monument in
Marshall to mark the course of the
"Old Territorial road.” built many
years ago by the Indians. The road
has been In existence for more than
a century and was the first through
Calhoun county and one of the first
In the state. Early settlers followed
this trail and in 1829 the Michigan
legislative council ordered that it be
used as a road. The road was used
by the stage coaches to carry the
mall between Detroit and Marshall.
A Hamburg farmer says; "Seeing

FRENCH STEAMER GEN. CHANZY
SINKS; ONLY ONE PER-

SON SAVED.

Sole Survivor Raving Mad aa Result
of Experience; Three Americana

Believed Dead.

Taft Will Be Gueat of Honor at New
York Reception to Receive Rooae-

Velt— 15,000,000 Pounda of
Butter Stored.

END OF MADRIZ NEAR.

Driven helplessly from, its course,
in one of the wild? it storms that has
swept the Meditenanean sea in forty
years, the French trans-Atlantic Steam-
ship Co.’a steamer, General Chamy.
crashed at full speed, In the dead of
night, on the treacherous reefs near
the Island of Minorca, and all but one
of the 157 persons on board perished.
The sole survivor is an Algerian cus-

toms officer, Marqel Redel, who was
rescued by a fishing boat and who
lies in the hospital at Cludadela rav-
ing as a result of the tortures through
which he passed and unable to give
an account of the disaster.

In the ship’s company there were 87
passengers, of whom thirty were in
the first cabin. The crew numbered
70.

The passengers of the Chanzy were
mostly French officers and officials re-
turning to their post in Algeria, ac-
companied by their wives and chil-
dren; a few soldiers, some Italians
and Turks and one priest.
It is believed that three American

vaudeville players, hailing from San
Francisco, were on board the steamer.
Their names are Elsie Henry and
Messrs. Drenda and Del v mm.

Bartlett to Lead Search.
The National Geographic society,

which resolved at a meeting held in
Washington to send an American ex-
pedition in search of the South Pole,
confidently expects ample financial
assistance from outside sources to
warrant the exploration.

It is the plan of the society that
thr> expedition be headed by Capt.
Bartlett, who commanded the Roose-
velt In Commander Peary’s successful
quest of the North Pole, and that the
other members of the Peary expedi-
tion, except for Commander Peary,
undertake the search for the undis-
covered Antarctic "bottom * of the
earth."

The proposal is that the quest be
made in the Roosevelt, already prac-
tically .equipped for such an under-
taking. and that the start be made
from Coat’s Island.

Taft Slated to Greet Roosevelt.
President Taft was given full de-

tails of the plans that have been
formulated thus far for the reception
to be tendered former President
Roosevelt on his arrival In New York
harbor some time between June 15
and 21. Col. John A. Stewart, presi-
dent of the New York State League
of Republican clubs and representa-
tive of the Republican club of New
York city, discussed the matter with
the president for half an hour or
more, and told him that the commit-
tee which would be placed in charge
of the celebration undoubtedly would
extend an Informal invitation to him
to be present at New York as the
guest of honor.
. There is some doubt as to whether
or not President Taft will be able. to
participate, but It seems more than
likely that he will. In the cablegram
received in New York Mr. Roosevelt
stated that he would be glad to ac-
cept a reception provided It was made
a simple affair and was tendered on
the day of his arrival.

15,000,000 Pounds of Butter Stored.
Albert M. Read, secretary of the

American Warehousemen’s associa-
tion at .Washington, which Includes
32 cold storage and refrigerating
plants in various parts of the coun-
try, issued a statement endeavoring
to show that foodstuffs were not
being hoarded in the cold storage
plants and that no attempts were
being made by ihe warehousemen to
conceal the quantities they had on
hand.

Mr. Read declared that the butter
and eggs stored In 20 of the cold
storage plant 4 In the association be-
longed to 2,446 different persons or
firms, which, he says. Indicates there
would be great difficulty In cornering
those products.
Mr. Read's statement of the pro-

ducts In storage in SO of the houses
shows 15.000.000 pounds of butter in
storage on Feb. 1. 1910, as against
28,000,000 pounds on Feb. 1, 1909.
There are„ however, 134,000 more

cases of eggs In storage this year
than there were on Feb. 1, 1909
According to Mr.* Read’s figures

there were mbre than 500,000 cases
of eggs IiKfljtflrage Jan. 1, and there
were but 183,000 there on Feb. 1
showing that more than 300,000 cases
were taken out of storage duringJanuary. 6

The president has issued a procla-
mation granting the minimum tariff
rate® of the Payne-Aldrlch act to
A gentina, Brazil, Uruguay, Paraguay,
Mexico, Panama and Liberia.
Howard Little, who murdered Mrs.

Betsy Justis, her son-in-law, George
Meadows, and his wife and three chil-
dren in their home near Hurley. Bu-
chanan county, Virginia, last Septem-
ber. was put to death by electrocu-
tlon-ln the penitentiary here at dawn
Friday, without unusual Incident.

A brief illness of lung trouble
caused the death of C. E. Williams at
Piqua, O., widely known in connec-
tion with the Benevolent and Pro-
teettop Order of Elks, of which or-
ganizdtion ha was grand tyler Mr
VilliamB, whose hottie was in this
city died in Toledo, where he had re-
cently gone for treatment. *

Rebel Army la Victorious In Nica-
ragua.

State department officials are Inter-
eated in the .news from Managua that
Matagalpa and Boaco have been cap*
tnred by the revolutionists’ army
under Gen. Chamorro.
This interest especially attaches to

the capture of Matagalpa. as in all
probability any further cause for ap-
prehension on the part of Americans
in that Important coffee growing sec-
tion of Nicaragua has been removed.
The capture of the steamer Man-

agma by sympathizers with the revo-
lutionists is regarded as s serious
loss to the Madriz government, as it
is believed he had depended upon this
steamer and one other, the only two
of any consequence on Lake Nicar-
agua, to transport his army, now on
the east coast of the lake, back to
Managua, In case of need.
The whole situation appears to be

distinctly in favor of the revolution-
ary forces, and it is believed by the
officials here that the end of the
Nicaraguan government under Madriz
is rapidly approaching.

WIRELETS.

The Langley medal of the Smith-
sonian Institution was presented to
the Wright brothers. The medal was
created in 1908 In commemoration of
Prof. Langley and his work in aero-
dromlcs.

According to the official Itinerary
issued at the Navy academy, Anna-
polis, Md., the midshipmen will next
summer cruise abroad instead of
spending their summer off the shores
of New England.

It is reported that the long dispute
in the house committee on naval af-
fairs has virtually ended with the
understanding that Secretary Meyers
shall be given a year to test this re-
organization plaq.

B. R. Ricketts, aged 77. and W. P.
Price, aged 67. veterans of the civil
war, were buried side by side in Na-
tional cemetery, at Knoxville, Tenn.
They enlisted on the same day, in the
same regiment, the Fifth Tennessee,
were discharged together on the same
day, died on the same day and. were
burled together.

Whether the Hawaiian Islands shall
be "dry" will he left to the Hawaiian
people themselves and will not be de-
termined by congress. This action
was determined by the senate commit-
tee on Pacific islands and Porto Rico,
when it adopted a report providing
that the question shall he submitted
to a special election.

Practically the whole of an estate
valued at upwards of a quarter of a
million Is left to charity by Rev. Fr.
J. M. Healy, of St. John's Roman Cath-
olic church, who died last week at
Gloucester, Mass. The bequests In-
clude one of $50,000, which Is left as
a permanent fund, the Interest to be
used to succor the poor of Gloucester,
both Protestant and Catholic.

Before adjourning, at Atlantic City.
N. J., the American Canners’ associa-
tion adopted a resolution whereby each
packer of the association agrees to.
pay one cent a case on all goods
packed, the money to be used to ad-
vertise In newspapers all over the
country, the guaranteed purity of all*
its food products. More than a quar-
ter of a million dollars will be raised
annually by this method.
A memorial to the sons of Harvard

who fought and died in the cause of
the confederacy is proposed as a solu-
tion of the controversy which has
been raging among the undergraduates
over the question of allowing the
names of the confederate dead to be
placed in Memorial hall at Cambridge,
Mass.

ERA OF BIG SHIPS

Eleven Dreadnoughts Started or

Built by Powers in 1909.

England Leads In the Number of Vf*-
•ele— Germany le Next with
United Statee and Italy

Third.

London.—The year 1909 was the
moat active shipbuilding year exper-
ienced since the Introduction of the
Dreadnought type. The seven prin-
cipal naval powers completed alto-
gether 22 armoured ships, exactly one-
half being of the Dreadnought type,
or something very similar to it.

It will be seen by the first of the
accompanying diagrams that six arm-
oured ships were completed for the
British navy. Two of these, however,
the armoured cruiser Defence and the
battleship Lord Nelson, were long
overdue. They belong to the 1904-5
program, and should have been com-
pleted In 1907. The other ships com-
pleted are all Dreadnoughts. Three
are battleships— Bellerophon, Temer-
aire and Superb, all of the 1906-7 pro-
gram; while the -forth was the Dread-
nought-cruiser Invincible, of the 1903-6
program, five months overdue. It will
be seen that If the various ships had
been completed within contract time
only the three battleships last men-
tioned would have appeared as com-
pleted in 1909,

This diagram shows the number of
battleships and armoured cruslers
completed, laid down and launched
last year. Each square of these dia-
grams represents a ship, black indicat-
ing those completed, checkered those
launched, and dlagnoal shading those
laid down.

Three launches have tab m place,

the ships being the battleships Van-
guard and Neptune and the armoured
crusler Indefatigable, the last two be-

Progress of All the Powers.

Ing the armoured portion of the 1908-9
program. Four ships have been laid
down, these being the battleships Her-
cules, Colossus and Orion and the
crusler Lion, the regular program for
1909-10. It is very unusual for British
capital ships to be laid down In the
same calendar year In which provision
Is made fo- them.

Towards the end of 1909 four more
ships— the "contingent" ships— were
ordered, but work has not yet been
commenced o\ them.

Germany made considerable pro-
gress during the year, completing the
battleships Nassau and Westfalen and
the armoured cruiser Blucher. The
four ships launched are the battle-
ships Ostfriesland, Helgoland and
Thuringen and the armoured cruiser
Von der Tann. Four ships are shown
as having been laid down, but as a
matter of fact the correct number is

tives. For years I have been deeply
Interested in two different lines of scl-
entifle Investigation— viz., psychology

and geology. By the study of the latter
In my student days I became a reli-

gious agnostic. As I went on with my
sclentifl studies I became interested
In the> former science. In the pursuit
of these two so different lines of study,

together with biology, I have reached
moral and religious assurances which
are more solid than archaean rock.

• My object in coming to Japan In
the early part of this year was to
work among students a\ong moral and
religious lines. Religion and morals
jre to me scientific studies. I had been
In Japan hardly a week when a gentle-
pian addressed me with this question:
•We in Japan are experiencing what
you would call a scientific phenome-
non. Some of our brightest students
and scholars get discouraged in their

sttempts to solve the mysteries of this
life and to face its difficulties. Some
of them go to the volcano Asama and
cast themselves Into Its fiery depths’
My heart goes out toward the per
plexed student and' despairing thinker
who Is honest as, perhaps, to no other
class. The student who has no moral
or religious rock on which to stand,
no anchor which will grip bottom and
hold, is my brother and I am ready to
risk life for his relief.

"Again, during a three weeks’ lectur-

ing tour across Japan I spoko in many
educational Institutions. I had this
•experience: One day as I was ascend-
ing the platform to speak to the stu-
dents of a certain Institution the pres-

ident whispered to me, ’Say a word
against Asama’s crater.’ I knew what
he meant, because in our preceding
conversation reference had been made
to this psychological phenomenon.
On the spur of the moment, in the
course of my talk I referred to the op-

*t>ortunities of exhibiting true bravery
In facing life’s daily problems as well
ns facing a Port Arthur. From the
looks on the faces of those students I
venture to affirm that not one of them
will make that Asama solution of life’s
difficulties.

"Later when Invited to visit Karui-
tawa and deliver the lectures referred

to above, 1 determined to make the
ascent of Asama. On the first oppor-
tunity 1 did so, but that ascent was not
satisfactory on account of the storm
which overtook our party. But it was

» sufficleutly successful to arouse my
Biological Interest. Now I desired It
again for two rescans — both the psy-
chological and the geological. I deter-
mined to make another ascent and
then for the purpose of geological ob-
servation and scientific experiment de-
scend Into the crater In order to study
Us physical features. In the carrying
out of this I was sure that a psycho-
logical effect would also be produced.
When I made known my Intentions
and began to prepare for it many
friends vigorously protested, while
others, to use Shakespeare’s expres-
Blon, damned It with faint praise.’ I
told my friends that I was not going
to be rash, that every scientific pre-
caution against accident would be
•taken.

! "The outfit by which the descent
;*a8 made consisted of one frame, a
ladderlike structure, 15 feet long, with
a roller at one end over which the rope

attached to my body passed. This
frame could be extended over the
crater’s mouth sufficiently to free the
^ope from all entanglements with the
rocks and at the same time It gave
sufficient leverage for the men in

charge at the frame to handle a
^elght ten times that of my body.
'Then 12 stalwart, level-headed men
"ere selected, four to take charge of
the frame, four to handle the rope
1 r which I was let down and four to
cast into the crater projectilos at a
given signal. A thirteenth was to be
;a signal man. The signal eervlce
consisted of: One pull of the rope,
lower;’ two pulls, 'hold In position;’
three pulls, -elevate.’ If no signal
"as given during the lapse of one min-
ute the understanding was that I was

* b« at on<» otorat*. A

ter and barometer, a coil of wire to
test the point of fusing, a gas tester,
and a napkin saturated with diluted
ammonia to apply to the mouth and
nose if suddenly exposed to sulphur-
ous fumes, were part of the precau-
tions against accident and for the pur-
pose of Investigation.

“We cannot give the scientific re-
sults of the desendt at this time. Suf-
fice It to say that the experiment
proved satisfactory and successful far
beyond our highest expectations. In
addition to what we had expected we
were favored with four grand explo-
sions while on the rim of the crater.
Had he crater filled with lava and
flowed down the side of the mountain
it would not have been an exhibition
equal to what we saw. On four dif-
ferent occasions while there a shower
of red-hot stones was shot up. In
three case these rose more than 100
feet above the crater’s mouth and flew
over our heads onto the mountain side.
On two occasions a section of the
outer rlpi of the crater, nearly 40 rods
in length, was covered with red-hot
stones in sizes anywhero from a mar-
b’e to a man’s head. One of our
party was struck by a small stone, hut,
owing to the protection ‘of a stiff,

heavy hat, was not Injured. We all

dodged large stones as they fell. A red-
hot stone, the size of a man’s head,
fell within three feet of a woman in
the party.

"The ascent of the mountain was
made’ln the daytime of August 23, in-
stead of In the night, as is usual with
most who climb Asama. The original
Intention was to have gone Into the
crater at several points a short dis-
tance, thus making preliminary explor-
ations before sunset. But owing to
the leisurely manner in which ^he
coolies came ulT with the tackle and
frame this was not accomplished.
About 7 p. m., While lunching near to
the place chosen for the descent, our
party was scattered twice by strong
sulphurous fumes. Then our final de-
scent, which was to have taken place
about 8 p. m., was Interrupted by the
first explosion, which occurred at 7:40
p. m. After this the verdict of all
the party save one was that the de-
scent should not be made because of
the danger consequent upon the un-
usual activity of the volcano.
"As one eruption after another oc-

curred until 6 a. m. of August 24, when
the severest of all the explosions took
place, our exploring party was pretty
thoroughly scattered. All save one
seemed to have reached the conclusion
that the descent would not be made.
One hour later, at 6 a. m.. the descent

After-Dinner Trlcke.

It is now quite the thing to have a
number of clever tricks "up one's
sleeve," as It were, with which to be-
guile a few moments after dinner, or
to work In at an opportune moment
when there comes a lull in the con-
versation. Jugglery was the oldest of
the sciences and every one, old or
young, is interested in strange or
seemingly wonderful feats.
A very simple trick is called "The

Balanced Coin." Take a bottle, cork
it, and In the cork place a needle. Cut
a slit in another cork so that the
edge of a silver dollar will fit Into
it; then put two forks into the upper
cork. Place the edge of the coin,
which holds the upper cork and forks,
on the point of the needle, and it will
revolve without falling. This will
amuse children, especially a child who
may be a prisoner from illness, or on
a rainy day.
To make a revolving figure is inter-

Breakfast Cakes.
• These cold, crisp winter mornings

be noticed. Heavy food of any kind
must be used up by^vlgorous exercise
later, or the system is clogged with
waste products.
I The buckwheat cike has lost none
,of Its popularity, and people will eat;
'them who take little or no exercise,
jso they have headache, Indigestion, as
well as numerous other Ills.
; The following recipe does not leave
;its victims in quite the soggy, de-
pressed state that the ordinary buck-
wheat cake does: Take one-half cup-
ful of bread crumbs, pour over them
two cupfuls of scalded milk and soak
30 minutes. Add one-half teaspoonful
of salt, one-fourth of a yeast cake dis-
solved In a half cup of warm water,
and buckwheat to make a bat-

ter thin enough to pour. Let
it rise over night In the morn-
ing stir well; add one tablespoonful
of molasses, one-fourth of a teaspoon
of soda dissolved In onc-fourth of a
cup of warm water. Cook as any
griddle cake, saving half a cup of the
hatter for the hext mixing.
When buttermilk is obtainable a

very good griddle cake may be made
of two cups of buttermilk, one tea-
spoonful each of soda and salt, and
two cups of flour. Mix at night, add-
ing the soda in a tablespoon of hot
water. In the morning an egg may be
added which Improves the cakes, but
they will be found good without.
Sweet Milk Griddle Cakes.—Mtx

and sift three cupfuls of flour with
one and one-half tables poonfuls of ba-
king powder and one teaspoonful of
salt. Add one egg beaten, to two cups
pf milk; pour slowly on the first mix-
ture. Beat well, add two tablespoon-
fuls of butter. Cook as other cakes.
Serve at once while hot
Any cold cooked cereal may bo add-

ed to griddle cakes to their better-
pent ; rice, oatmeal or farina need
never be thrown away.

The next year post-
masters were appointed and mail sent
once a week by carriers on horse-
back.

The Fight Against Tuberculosis.
Interest in the anti-tuberculosis cam-

paign now being wraged throughout the
United States is evidenced by the fact
that In the year 1909 1$3 new anti-tu-
berculosis associations were formed.
133 tuberculosis sanatoria and hospit-
als were established, and 91 tubercu-
losis dispensaries were opened. Com-
pared with previous years, this is the
best record thus far made in the fight
against consumption in this country.

During the year 1909, 43 more asso-
ciations for the prevention of tubercu-
losis were formed than during the pre-
vious 12 months, and 62 more hospitals
and sanatoria were established. On
January 1, 1910. there were in the Uni-
ted States 394 anti-tuberculosis associ-
ations, 386 hospitals and tuberculosis
sanatoria and 205 special tuberculosis
dispensaries.

OT man 7 ar-
ista visit tha
house in which
the mother of
George Wash-
ington lived and
died In Freder-
icksburg, Va.

The Washingtons, or that branch of
the large Washington family which
played so great a role in American
history, left the Popes creek farm,
later called “Wakefield.- In West-
moreland county, about three years
after the birth of George Washington
The family removed to another Wash-
ington farm in Stafford county, or the
north bank of the Rappahannock
river, opposite Fredericksburg.

It was there that much of the boy
hood of Washington was spent. There,
too. the mythical exploits of chopping
down the cherry tree, etc., were per-
formed. After George Washington
r.nd his brothers had left this farm
and after the marriage of Betty
Washington to Major Fielding Lewis
of Fredericksburg. Mrs. Mary Wash-
ington bought a cottagevin Fredericks-
burg. close to "Kenmore,” the home
of her daughter, and resided there
many years. She died in that cottage
August 25. 1789.

The cottage is a plain two-story
frame dwelling, standing at the cor-
ner of Charles and Lewis streets— two
village streets deep in dust or mud.
according to the weather. The house
is heavily shaded by old sycamore
trees and Is furnished with Washing-
ton and other Virginia relics. It is
owned and cared for by the Society for Preservation of
Virginia Antiquities. The superintendent is R. C. Beale,
who. with his w ife, occupies the house.

The big living room on the ground floor and to the
left of the entrance is that in which Mrs. Washington
died. As nearly as possible it is preserved as Mrs.
Washington kept it A rare old mahogany tester bed
stands on that part of the floor where stood Mrs. Wash-
ington's bed.

The walls are lined with steel engravings which be-
longed to Mrs. -Washington and some of these were her
property when she was Mary Ball before her marriage
to Augustine Washington, and came from her girlhood .
home. “Epping Forest." in Lancaster county, about 30
miles from Fredericksburg. The room in the rear of
this living and sleeping room was the dining room and
the same table around which the Washingtons ate
stands in the middle of the floor. ‘The dining room is
bare of carpets or rugs and was in Mrs. Washington’s
time. The furnishings are plain and simple.

It was four months before the death of Mary Wash-
ington that George Washington took his final leave of
his mother. This was directly before his departure for
'Kew York for inauguration as the first president. News
of his mother's death came to him in a letter from Col.
Burgess Ball. The president was at dinner with Baron
von Steuben and Gov. St. Clair. The letter was handed
the president by his nephew and private secretary. Rob-
ert Lewis. After slowly reading it, Washington retired
to his private room and remained there for some time.
He then wrote this letter to his sister. Letty Washing-
ton Lewis, at Fredericksburg:

“My Dear Sister: Col. Ball’s letter gave me the first
account of my mother’s death. Since that I have re-
ceived Mrs. Carter’s letter, written at your request, and
previous to both I was prepared for the event by advices
of her illness coming from your son Robert.

"Awful and affecting as the death of a parent Is.
-there is consolation in knowing that heaven has spared
ours to an age which few attain and favored her with
the full enjoyment of her mental faculties and as much
bodily strength as usually falls to fourscore. Under
these circumstances and in the hope that she is trans-
lated' to a happier place, it is the duty of her relatives
to yield submission to the decree of the Creator.

"When I was last in Fredericksburg I took final leave
of my mother, never expecti g to see her more.

“Your affectionate brother.
•GEORGE WASHINGTON.”

Three days after h.er death Mrs. Washington tfas
.buried The grave v. as dug in the grounds of her daugh-
ter Betty. The site of the grave was near a group of
rocks Jutting out of a hillside overlooking a tranquil
little valley between Fredericksburg and Marye’s
Heights, one of the bloodiest battle ridges of the civil
war This little group of gray rocks was a favorite spot
\Yitln,Mrs. Washington.

She retired there in fair weather to knit, pray and
rend her Bible. Because of this association with Mrs.
Washington these are now called the "Oratory rocks.’’
They are shaded by heavy oak trees. It was a shady
place in the days of Mrs. Washington and the trees that
shielded her from the sun survived till 1862. when they
were tofn to d» ath by the storm of shot that rolled over
the gr*e of the mother of George Washington in the
battle between the £rmy of Northern Virginia and the
Army of the Potomac.

Susan Reviere Hetzel. in a history of the Mary Wash-
ington association, writes of Mrs. Washington's funeral

as follows:
“Business was suspended In .the city of Fredericks-

burg: rrap<* hung from the houses. The church was
throngnd with her friends and neighbors. Her body was
followed by her loving daughter and grandchildren to a
place chosen by herself to be her resting place near the
granite bowlders now called the Oratory rocks, where
Fhe loved to retire and pray for her beloved son during
the troublesome days of the American revolution. The
•••offln was carried from the church on men’s shoulders;
the knoll where the grave was dug was covered by the
concourse of mourners and spectators, for they had lost
not only the mother of the president but an old and be-
loved friend.

"The mourning w*as general all over the country. Press
and pulpit made note of the event. Members of con-
gress wore crape for 30. days as for a distinguished offi-
cial. Congress passed a-resolution to erect a monument
to the mother of Washington and to that resolution
President Washington responded in a note of thanks,
adding:

“ *1 attribute all my success in life to the moral, in-
tellectual and physical education which I received from
my mother.”’

The government never erected the monument called
for In the resolution. Washington’s administrations were
hampered by the Indian wars, the whisky insurrection
and Shay’s rebellion; Adams' term was takrfi up with
the French troubles and the threatened w

i waa
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wars with the
Barbary pirates,
the Lewis and
Clark exploring
expedition, the
Louisiana pur-
chase and Aaron
Burr's conspir-
acy.

During Madi-
son's administra-
tion congress -
could think of little out the second
war with England. It took a long
time for the country to settle down
after that war and so It happened
that nothing but a little headstone
marked the grave when Lafayette
revisited this country in 1825. La-
fayette had known Mrs. Washington.
To him is given the credit of call-
ing her a Roman matron. Some of
the prettiest observations on the
character of this woman were writ-
ten by Lafayette. -

After the surrender of Cornwal-
lis at Yorktown the citizens of
Fredericksburg gave a great ball to
Washington and a number of Ameri-
can and French officers. Lafayette
was there. Mrs. Washington, though
an old womah and not much inter-
ested In festive things, was after
long persuasion induced to attend
the ball.^ealled then and noted long
after as “the peace ball.”

Agitation In behalf of a monu-
ment to Mary Washington crystal-
lized In 1830, when the people of
Fredericksburg raised $2,000 and
were proceeding with the collection of the necessary
sum when Silas E. Burroughs, a New York banker,
wrote to Thomas Goodwin, mayor of Fredericksburg,
and asked the honor of being allowed to build the mon-
ument The design adopted was elaborate.

The cornerstone of this monument was laid on May
1, 1833. by President Andrew Jackson, who delivered
perhaps the longest discourse of his career. Soon after
this ceremony Mr. Burroughs sustained financial mis-
fortunes and the work was suspended. The pedestal was
in place and marble columns bad been hauled by ox
teams to the grave. It was found difficult to raise money
to continue the building. The big pieces of marble lay
scattered around the place and lay there till after the
civil war. They were pock-marked by bullets and bits
of shell in the battle of Fredericksburg.

In 1878 Capt. George Washington Ball, a descendant
of the Balls of Epping Forest, originated the Mary
Washington association, but little progress was made
toward the erection of a monument.

It was in 1889 that a strong impetus was given the
monument movement. The country was wrought up over
the approaching inauguration of President Harrison when
there appeared in one of the Washington papers over the
name of a local auctioneer this sensational advertise-
ment:

"The grave of Mary the mother of Gen. George Wash-
ington, to be sold at public auction. March 5, 1889, at 12
o’clock m., we will offer at public auction, at the capital
of the United States of America. 12 acres of land, em-
bracing the grave and material of the unfinished monu-
ment of Mary, the mother of Gen. George Washington.”

This advertisement created the excitement it was de-
signed to produce, the National Mary Washington Memo-
rial association was organized and the present tall shaft,
a small reproduction of the Washington monument at
the capital, wai reared above the grave and dedicated
May 10. 1894.

Vernoy, famed for its potency in securing hus-

Nothing but the roses themselves would satisfy exact-
ing damsels, for their white-petaled sweetness was cer-
tain to have the effect of Inspiring some Prince Charm-
ing with love for the possessor witirn the following
year. Lucky indeed was the girl who could successfully
elude the watchful eye of the gardener and carry off In
triumph one of the flowers so soon to be followed by
orange blossoms. The wiles used by some of these love-
lorn little vandals would have done credit to a skilled
second-story man.

frf the last few years, however, the faith In the pretty
old legend has somewhat died out among the younger
generation. Whether It be that skepticism follows the
trolley as the constitution does the flag, or that the bach-
elor maids of the present think too little of matrimony
to cherish any sentimental stories of white roses and
proposals, there Is far less eagerness now to find the
bush of fable.

There Is nothing In the appearance of the bush which
has created such havoc In romantic young hearts to awe
the onlooker. It Is set close to one of the main walks
of the little old formal garden, which was considered
one of the “Know’’ places of the estate in the days of the
great American general’s residence there.- The bush Is
near the greenhouses and not far from the old slave
quarters. It is not more than eight feet high and still
bears Its pretty, white clusters as freely as ever.

F. A. Whelan, the gardener at Mount Vernon, Is au-
thority for the old age of the tradition which ascribes
such wonderful potency to this particular bmh. "The

Washington, and the other for his
wife’s daughter, Nelly Custis. I have
never heard any question raised about
the authenticity of the story that he
planted both of the bushes. Just how
the tradition of the efficacy of the
‘Nelly Custis’ as a love-charm origi-
nated I can’t say. but It la certainly
very old. The negroes on the place
used to loiter around It while court-
ing, because they believed they would
soon be allowed to marry, through Its

influence."

Whenever there was a dance or pic-
nic in the neighborhood, say the old-
timers, every young wench about the
vicinity wanted to go armed with a
sprig of the white rose, for each of
them believed that once she got on
good terms with the "Nelly Custis’’ no
colored swain could resist her. Every
warm evening saw dusky couples
sneaking around Mount Vernon and
colored wallflowers tramped miles to
get one of the matchless posies.

There is good ground for the belief
that the legend Is nearly as old as the
rosebush itself. A Virginia matron of
the old school, one of those to whom
the bush will be ever dear, told the
writer that charming Nelly Custis her-
self is said to have worn one of the
white roses in her bosom when her
future husband. Major Lewis, pro-
posed to her.

"My grandmother/’ said this lady,
"used to tell me that the bush was a
great favorite with Nelly Custis. She
tended it assiduously and used to
place her chair near it when she read
and sewed. The white roses which It
produced were her favorite flowers.
Perhaps it was only because she knew
they became her that she so frequent-
ly wore them, but they came to be as
sedated with her. I have somewhere
seen a portrait of her with a white
rose nestling among the laces of her
frock and I, for one. would gladly be-
lieve that it was one of the blossoms
from this Identical bush.

"My grandmother also used to tell me that Nelly
wore one of these roses when Mr. Lewis won her con-
sent to his suit for her hand. Tradition further says
that she took a cutting of the bush with her when she
left her bomb at Mount Vernon to go to her husband’s
estate at Arlington. The veneration she had for the rose
evidently impressed the superstitious negroes and Its
fame grew With every generation." Even emancipation
failed to shake the confidence of the negroes In the
powers of the bush.

Tourists were the next to become converts to the
faith of the posy. Boarding school misses from Vir-
ginia and Maryland, schoolma’ams from New England
and college girls from the middle west— -the frivolous
little flirt and the seriously ambitious blue-stocking,
pretty girls and plain, the very youthful who wore long
dresses to look grown up, and the somewhat paefle who
wore short dresses to look young— all succumbed to that
spirit of romance which springs eternal in the feminine
breast.

The romance of Mattie Mitchell, now the duchess
de la Rochefoucauld, the best known beauty of the Wash-
ington of 20 years Rgo. gave additional impetus to the
rose bush fetichlsm. Miss Mitchell, the daughter of the
late Senator Mitchell of Oregon, was one of the loveliest
girls Washington society has ever known. She was as
unspoiled and charming as she was beautiful and a belle
of two continents. In spite of the fact that she was not
credited with the possession of a fortune, she was be-
sieged with flattering offers of marriage. . But none of
the proposals seemed to find a soft spot in her heart
and It was not until Miss Mitchell accepted one of the
Nelly Custis roses on a "dare" that the curtain was
raised on the lovo drama of her life and she figured as
a principal in one of the first great International mar-
riages of American girls. Many of her girl friends
pointed to the fact that "Mattie" became the wife of a
bearer of one of the noblest names of France as an
added distinction to the little rosebush at Mount Vernon

So unusual a romance could not but add to the pre*
tige of the old rose charm In the eyes' of believers.

Yet even the skeptical were convinced when not
long after, a penniless young array officer who had be-
come Imbued with the Idea that one of the Custis posies
might help his fortunes in love and war was enabled to
announce his approaching marriage to one of the wealth-
lest heiresses in the country. This young fellow who
