_Prohibition, Budget, Insurance Code,
Railroad and Numerous Other
Bills to be Cared For.

March 21 and adjourn as far as busi-
ness is concerned, on that date, the
senate and bouse have suddenly be-
come busy with the bills in front of
them.
thet they can dispose of all matters of
real statewide interest and go home
before Aprll showers start.

The house has passed a resolution
to set March 31 as the date for busil-

i ness adjournment, with April 19 and |

20 as the dates for final adjournment.
i And although a special session looms
up a8 a strong possibility the effort
s lo be made to get through work on
i the date set.

To accomplish the result desired the
i legislature stills has to handle prac-
tically the entire business of the ses-
| slon. The prohibition bills, which the
general publie thought would be the
first to appear in either house as the
i result of the November majority in
| favor of-statewide prohibition, had not
yeb appeared when the house adopted
the adjournment resolution and sent
it over to the senate. It was the next
day after that new bills appeared from
the joint liquor commitiees to care
| for the prohibition situation.

Three bhille came forth as a final
statement from the commitieas ns to
what they desired in the way of pro-
hibition legislation. One was intro-
duced by Rep. Wiley, who had intro-
duced earlier In the session the bill
preparad by the Anti-Saloon league at-
torneys. It had elminated all refer-
ence to the importation of liquors for
personal uwse in Michigan, and in its
search and selzure proviglons and its
enactments against possession of in-
toxicants whs us bone dry us the origl
nal bone dry maeasure. The secand
bill wae offered by Rep. MeArthur, au-
thor of the original bone dry bilk It
differed but Httle from the Wiley bill,
except that the latter put the enforce-
ment of the law in the hands of the
food and drug commissioner, while the
McArthur bill left enforcement to
prosecuting attorneys of the various
counties,

The third bill was put in by Rep.
Lewis, chalrman of the house liguor
commitiee. It changes the title of
thae dalry and food commissioner to
that of food and drug commissioner;
invests him with the enforcement of
the llguor laws; extends his term of
two years Lo four and raises his sal-

TWO CITIES ARE
HIT BY GYCLONES

CINCINNATI, OHIO, AND NEW
CASTLE, INDIANA, STRUCK
BY WINDSTORM.

PROPERTY LOSS $1,000,000

New Castle is Hardest Hit; Forty-two
Persons Are Reported Killed and
More Than 150 Injured.

Indianapolis—Perhaps fifty or more
persons were killed and 200 injured
Sunday in a tornado that swept over
purt of Indinpa and extended into
Ohio, wrecking a section of the fash.
ionable residential distilet of Cincin
nati. In New Castle, Ind., the hard-
est hit city, 42 are reported dead and
more than 150 injured, many fatally,
and tha proptriy loss Is estimated at
more than $1,000,000.

The storm swept over New Castle
in a gouthecsterly direction, cutting
a swath two blocks wide and ten
blocks long. More than 300 houses
were wrecked, a school and several
manufacturing plants were demolish-
ed. The cyelong approached sudden-
ly and lasted only five minutes. Fire,
which broke in the wreckage hinder-
ed resculng parties already handicap.
ped by the ity being .thrown into
darkness by the destruction of tha
tighting plant.

Dispatches from Cinecinnatl con.
veyed the information that ong child
is known to be dead and several
persons are supposed to have lost
their lives when an off-shot of the
tornado wrecked a number of resi.
dences in the exclusive Hyde Park
neighborhocd,. Firg broke out in the
ruing in which a number are sup-
posed to be buried.

MEXICO ELECTS CARRANZA

Chief Made President
Election Ever

in First Real
Held.

Mexico  City—General Venustiano
Carranza was Sunday elected presi
dent of Mexico. Although the voters
had the privilege of writing in or de-
claring any name they desired, Gen.
eral Carranza recelved all but a few
sciuttering ballots.

Many of the old residents declare

that this was the first real election
ever held d4n that country. Reports
from various parts of the republic

indicate that there was no disturb-
ance or dntimidation, ;

Mexico will now have a constitu.
tional president for the first time
since 1911, when Francisco Madero
recelved more than 300,000 votes, Gen-
eral Victoriano Huerta called an elec-
tion in 1914 and declared himself
elected, but later nullified the elec-

tion on the grounds that an insu-
ficlent nember of votes had been
cast,

His election to the presidency

marks the elimax of the efforts of
Generals Carranza, who took the field
against Huerta Febmary 19, 1313, af.
ter Huerta nad seized the executive
power.

BAGDAD FALLS TO BRITISH

Capture of Turkish City Shatters
German Dream in East

London—Bagdad, the chief Turiish
eity in Mesopotamia, and formeriy
the capital of the empire of the Cal.
iphs, has been captured by the
British forces. Announcement of the
capitniation of the c¢ity was made by
the British official press bureau.

The fall of Bagdad, besides ending
German hopes of near eastern dondn-
jon, based on a Berlin.Bagdaqd rail-
way, of which Bagdad was the east-
ern terminus, will reverberate
throughout the Mohammedan em-
pires, and, it ig believed, will more
thau rehabffitate British prestige Iin
the far east, damaged by the earliep
loss of Kut-el.Amara.

The statement was issued on re-
ceipt of a telegram from General
Mande, saying the British forces had
occupied Bagdad early Sunday morn.

ing., No details of the capture wera
contained din General Maude's dis-
patch.

ZXTRA SESSION S CALLED

Congress Summoned to Convene on
April 16—Details Concerning Placing
of Guns on Merchantmen Are With.
held by the Government.

Miarch  12.-—Presldent
Wilson has. decided to arm Amerlean
merchant ships, under his constitu-
tional authority, and also has called a
special session of congress for April 16

Amerlenn merchant ships sailing for
the submarine zone have been armed
by the government and they are ready
to sail,

To Conceal Names of Ships.

The names of the armed ships wil
not he made public by the government
and are not expected to be published 1o
the newspapers.

The president signed the proclama-
tion for the extra sesslon on Friday
while Iying in bed with a cold. Orders
{for ecarrying ont the president’s de-
| elsion to arm ships were hmmediately
sent to the navy departinent.

The president decided to arm ships
after receiving formal opinions from
Attorney General Gregory and Secre-
tary Lansing that he had such author-
ity, In spite of old statutes which some
believed forbade it

Mr. Wilson hus the backing of the
entire ceabinet In taking the step. Guns
for arming merchantmen have been as-
sembled at navy yards along the At
lnutic coast and everything is ready
to carry out the policy announced by
the president.

Ask Secrecy for Ships.

The navy department issued an ap-
peal to the American pewspapers to
réfrain from publishing any informa-
tion whatever of the nature or arma-
ment of ships and already has appealed
to the cable companies to suppress all
information of ships crossing the At-
lantie In either direction,

Becnnse of the passage by the house
of the armed nentrality bill and . the
signing of the manifesto approving
such a step by a mujority of the senate
during 18 last session, the president
feels he has congress and the country
hehind him, As s00n #s CONEreéss con-
venes  additional  legislution on  the
guestion will he asked.
