CONSERVE

LIVE STOCK,
Henry Shearer, general superin-
tendent of the Michigan Central
railroad, has issued the following
circular letter regarding the con-
servation of live stock:

Do you know that thousands of
horses, mules, cattle, hogs and
sheep are Kkilled annually by rail-
way trains in this country, and that
this economic waste approximating

many millions of dollars can be re-
duced? The thousands of horses
and mules that are killed every

vear would fill the artillery require-
ments of many regiments, ‘and  the
thousands of cattle, hogs and sheep
that are killed every year would
provide meat for thousands of sold-
lers.  Anyone who aids in prevent-
ing the loss of even one animal ser-
ves his country patriotically and ef-
fectually,

This economic waste can be re-
duced by: Owners of stock keeping
their animals in fenced enclosures
and not permitting their stock to
roam at large on railroad right-of-
way. Town officers puassing ordi-
nances prohibiting the practice of
permitting stock to roam at large.
Superintendents, roadmasters and
section men making a personal re-
quest to the owners of stock to keep

their animals in fenced enclosures,
Engineers taking every precan-
tion within their power to avoid

striking stock and never failing »to
report stock seen on right-of-way.
Section men driving stock off the
right-of-way, keeping farm gates
closed, and fences and cattle guards
in good repair; giving preference
to locations where liabilities of
stock getting on right-of-way s
greatest.  Newspaper editors pre-
sening this important matter to the
public through the press. Evervone
making a persistant, personal effort
to bring about desired results.

When at
lust the real intention of Marlborough
was disclosed it was so late that the
effort could nor be rendered shortive.

Crossing the Danube, Marlborough
swarmed Into Bavarin and in a serles
of actions made himself master of the
elector's dominion,  Tallurd, mean-
while, woke up and pressing forward
managed to effect a junction with his
friends.  Murlborovgh recrossed the
Danube, combined his forces with those
of Prince Eugene and took up posi-
tion near Blenhelm.

The troops of Marlborough and Eu-
gene numbered 56,000, with 52 cannon.
Opposed 1o them were the armies of
the French marshals and the elector,
60,000 strong and 61 pleces of artillery.
It was shealolely necessary that Marl-
borongh shauld attack before Villeroy
should become aroused and advancing
through Franconia give to the Gallo-
Bavarian allies overwhelming foree.

With the Danube securing thelr
right flank and the high ground of the
Gold Berg and Eich Berg their left, It
was only in the front that the Gallo-
Bavarian allies could be attacked, Tal-
Inrd wus in ehief command. He wenk-
ened his center In evident rellance
upon the swampy ground before it.
This was at the hamlet of Oberglau,
where lay 14 battallons of infantry, in-
cluding the celebrated Trish brigade.

Use of Scrapers, Wagons, Etc.

To grade a road of any considerable
length, no matter where it is located,
usually will require a considerable
amount of work with devices other
than the grading machine and elevat-
Ing grader, The Iatter machine, as
previously explained, may be very eco-
nomieal for special conditions to
which they are adapted, But these
speclal conditions seldom prevail for
more  than  comparatively short
stretches of road without sections in-
tervening which require that a rela-
tively large volume of material be
moved from exeavation to embank-
ment within a distance of only o few
hundred feet. Figure 1 shows o typl-
cal cross section for an earth road,
where the grading muachine hardly
could be used advantageously except
for fipishing the road surfuce, To ac-
complish work of thls kind econom-
ically, the devices for loosening, loag-

{ing and hauling the material must all
{ be adapted to turning around quickly

in a small space and, not infrequently,
wust be such as to be handled readily
over very rough ground. Such imple-
men(s as wugons, wheeled scrapers,
drag scrapers and plows therefore
should form a part of the equipment
on practically all road-grading proj-
octs,

The cholce of proper bmplements to
employ in moving material from ex-
cavation to embankment depends, first,
on the nature and quantity of the
materinl to be moved, and, second, on
the length of haul, In general, where
the material consists of earth it Is
loosened with plows and the econom-
ical method of hauling is fixed by the
hanl length about as follows:

For lengths of haul not exceeding
250 feet, drng serapers; for lengths of
haul between 150 feet and 000 feet,
wheeled serapers; for lengths of hanl
above GO0 feet, wagons,  Where the
material consists of solid rock it must
be loosened by drilling and blasting
and practically always Is hauled in
wagons or carts, regardless of the haul
length.,

Types of Piows Used,

Two types of plows commonly are
used in road grading.  One is the type
generally used for loosening ordinary
solls, while the other is used for break-
ing up hardpau, lode road surfaces and

Use Wheeled Scrapers.

Wheeled scrapers are used to a
greater extent in road grading than
elther drag scrapers or wagons. The
reason for this Is that in road work the
haul length falls, more frequently than
otherwise, within the lHmits for which
wheeled serapers are economiecal, Sev-
eral different slzes of such serapers are
In ordinary use, but the size employed
most: commonly has an actual load
capacity of from 11 to 15 ephic feet, ac-
cording to how heavily the load is
heaped. Scrapers of this size ordinur-
ily sell for from $35 to $50 1. o. b, fuc-
tory.

In operating wheeled serapers the
muaterial is loosened by plowing, in the
manner already described, and is load-
el by the scooping action of the
sceraper.  Two horses usually are suili-
clent to draw the seraper after It is
loaded, but a second team, called a
snatch team, Is hitéhed in at the front
of the tongue to assist in loading. The
snnteh team should consist of either
{wo or three horses, according to the
character of

snateh  team  should  serve several
scrapers,  The loading and dumping
of the scerapers are done by laborers
provided for that purpose and not by
the drivers.

Directions For Makmg
Laundry Soap at Hore

A gowd grude of fadndey soap can He
made in the home from dripplngs, ran-
cld olls und fats that ordinurily are
wasted. Homemnde laundry soap may
be made by using seven pounds of
polid fat and a pound of lyve dissolved
In eleven cupfuls of water,

Clarify and strain the fat and allow
to harden. The fat iy warmed enough
to melt it and the lye solution stirred
fo until the mixture becomes a creamy
mass, It is then poured Into molds to
harden, This makes a firm sonp for
general kKitchen use at a small cost,

All small pieces of soap should be

saved and kept free from dirt and dust,
When a sufficient number has accumu-
lated it can be made into soap jelly or
solution. This can be used for dish-
washing, woodwork, soaking clothes,
washing flanpels—if made from neu-
trul goap—and scrubbing,
One bar soap. or its equivalent in
small pleces may be added to two or
three quarts of water in the prepara-
tlon of soap solution., Shave the soap
and put into saueepan with cold water,
Heat gradually for an hour untll the
poap Is digsolved. A tablespoonful of
ammonin, turpentine or Kerosene may
be added if desired.

One bar soap or the equivalent in
small pleces and a quart of water s

recommended in the preparation of
soap jelly.
Commercinl washing powders and

cleaning agents are wusteful and ex-
pensive. A good liquid cleaning and
bleaching agent can be made in the
home easily by the nse of a pound sal
soda dissolved In a quart of boiling
water and one-fourth pound of chlo-
ride of lime added to a quart of cold
wuter. MIix thoroughly. Let stand for
several lours. Pour off the ¢lear liq-
uld. Bottle and keep in cool place,

MAKING GASES LIQUID.

Knowledge of the “Critical Tempera-
ture” Solved the Problem.

In regard to the bolling points of
Hquld, there 1s an upper lmit to the
polut at which a thing bolls—that is,
chauges to the state of vapor. It Is
called the critleal temperature, No
matter how great a pressure exists on
a substance, If it s at a temperature
greater than Its eritical it will chaunge
to vapor anyhow,

The Ilgnorance of this point held
back the making of liguefied gases—
such as alr, carbon dioxide, ete.—for
many years, The experimenters tried
to llguefy gases at ordinary tempera-
tures by enormous pressures, whereas
it they had just cooled the gases be-
low their eritical temperatures before

applylng the pressure liguefaction
would have ensued immediately.

This 1s the method employed today
in making lguid air. The air is com-
pressed at first and then allowed to
fasue from a small orifice, thus ex-
panding and cooling; is then pumped
back and compressed by the pump, al-
lowed to go through the orifice agaln,
thus cooling stlll more, until at last it
15 below the critical temperature, when
the compression caused by the pump
liquefies it
