Michigan flequently had the an-
guish of reportin g the highest
diphtheria death rate in the world.

were‘recorded.

The death rate continued high
until 1621, when the state legisla-
ture ; fiianced free antitoxin and
deaths dropped from 25 to 15 per
100,000 in one year.

Smallpox epidemies forced De-
troit to open a smallpox hospital
jin 1881.. In 1899 Dr. Vaughan
spoke before colleagues of the
State Medical Society to share his
method of successful smallpox vac-
cination.

University Hospltal was not im-
mune to these diseases.
