Until recently the disease was
to the Gulf
Coast and southern United States
‘and was of minor importance in
Michigan. However, in the last
two to three years the heartworm
has become a major threat to the
health of pet dogs in southern
Michigan. :

A recent survey in +western
Wayne county and eastern Wash-
tenaw county found that 44 per-
cent of the 353 out-of-door dogs
tested -at random were infected
with the parasite. These infected
animals, of course, are sources of
infection to neighboring dogs.

Symptoms . include coughing,
shortness of breath, decreased ex-
ercise tolerance, frequent respira-
tory infections, collapse, prostra-
tion and death.

AGRICULTURE
IN ACTION

* Freedom To Market

In labor-management confroht-
ations industry abides by the
National Labor Relations Act.
Agﬁculturé, however, is not pro-
vided with any such law. Farm-
ers literally take a beating and
fail to get justice becalise of the
inability of present laws.

But justice is being sought by
12 Arizona table grape growers.
They are leading an effort ‘by
filing a $3 million suit against
the (United Farm Workers Organ-
izing Committee, UFWOC, an af-
filiate of the AFL-CIO,

The core of the struggle is
from UFWOC’s alleged viola-
tion of the Sherman Anti-trust
Act, Arizona anti-trust and anti-
boycott laws, and interference
with common law rights. It al-
so seeks injunctive relief from
any further beycotting, accord-
ing to the complaint.

Support could be forethcoming
from a recent '‘Supreme Court de-
cision. Anti-trust evidence often
difficult to prove could become
easier as the high court has
clamped new restraints on unions
that exert pressure on  a meutral
employer or other third party.
The more clearly defined restrie-
tions ag reported in the Wall
‘Street Journal is that secondary
boyeotts now wviolate the law
even when not completely sue-
icessiful in hallding the sale of
products by =a neutral company.

According to the Arizona grow-
er .complaint, UFWOC enlisted ‘the
support of - the Amalgamated
Meat Cutters and Butcher Work-
men of North America and the
Retail Clerks International Asso-
ciation and ‘various locals of the
pwo unions in pressuring whole-
'salers, jobbers and retail grocery
storés into refusing to handle or
sell table grapes from the growers.
Arizoni growers not only were
shut out of the market, but the
‘consumers were deprived of the
opportunity to buy fresh table
grapes.

Agriculture is still like & lamb
in the woeods. Legislation is.
dearly needed to calm our tuor-
bulent marketplace. And farm-
ers, as much as anyone, de-
serve equal rlghts as guaranteed
by the Constitution. Farmers
are less than five percent of the
_populatlon, but this does not
t shrink the injustice of the lack

of national protection which
other indusiries enjoy.
Bach American should concern

himself. Virtually any product at
the grocer’s is wvulnerable to
union manipulation. The UFWO0OC
monoply on harrassment must be
curbed. Let us hope that the out-
come to the struggle of the Ar-
izona,. farmers will pave the way
for all farmers in bringing free-
dom to the marketplace.
