Chelsea school district voters
will make the decision‘on what to
do about the district’s $655,977
deficit for the 1983-84 year—the
school board voted to put a 2.9
mill increase for three years on

What impact that millage in-
crease would have on one’s pro-
perty tax bill depends on whether
one’s own assessment went up or
-down this year. All eight
townships in the school district
showed over-all declines in
assessments,

W. McClure

Dies Sunday

M. W. McClure, former
publisher of The Chelsea Stand-
ard and a leader in village civic
and business affairs for many

wears, died Sunday, May 8, at St.

Joseph Mercy Hospital in Ann Ar-
bor at the age of 83.

Mr. McClure served as village
president from 1947 to 1951, and is
credited with organizing viilage
government Along its present
lines and putting it on course for
the future,

He was a charter member of
the Chelsea Kiwanis Club which
was organized in 1924, and served
as its president in 1930 and 1933.

He was also a member of the
Chelsea Chamber of Commerce,
and devoted much time and effort
to organizing sidewalk sales and
other special merchandising
events to boost retail business in
the village.

Mr. McClure was one of nine
local stockholders who organized
Chelsea Products, Inc., in 1945.
He served as secretary and direc-
tor of the firm until it was sold to
Dana Corp. in 1958.

He was manager of the Chelsea
office of the Michigan Con-
solidated Gas Co. from 1948 until
his retirement in September of
1964,

Mr. McClure purchased The
Standard from O. T. Hoover in
1920 and served as its editor and
publisher until April, 1947, when
he sold the paper to its present
owners, Walter and Helen May
Leonard.

‘‘He worked quietly but very ef-
fectively behind the scenes to im-
prove government and business

‘In Chelsea,” Walter Leonard

said, ““He did many things that he
did not get proper credit for. He

was one of Chelsea’s outstanding
citizens.”

He was born Oct. 25, 1899, at
Grover Hill in Paulding county,
Ohio, the son of George Alex-
ander and Lucina (Warner) Mc-
Clure. The family moved to
Chelsea in 1917,

On June 14, 1921, Mr. McClure
married Hilda M. Riemen-
schneider, who survives him. She
assisted him in publishing the
newspaper and in managing the
gas company office.

Other surviving relatives in-
clude a daughter, Mrs. F. W,
(Jean) Hopking of Vernon,
Conn.; four grandchildren, Jef-
frey, Carol and Douglas Hopkins
of Vernon, Conn., and Mrs. John
(Jennifer) Gavin of Tolland, !
Conn.; a great-grandson, Adam
McClure Gavin of Tolland; a

-sister, Mrs. George (Ruth) Atkin-

son of Chelsea; a brother, A. B,
McClure of Kxeter, Calif.; and
several nieces, nephews and
cousins.

A brother, George, and three
sisters, Clara, Ida and Viola,

preceded him in death.

Mr. McClure was a member of
the First Congregational Church
of Chelsea. ‘

Funeral services will be held at
1 p.m. tomorrow at the Cole-
Burghardt Funeral Chapel with
the Rev. Dale Ward of Salem
Grove Church officlating. Burial
will be in Oak Grove Cemetery.

Canadian Girls With Car

Next to an accxdent the worst’
fear of any motorist is to have a
-car break down on the highway
far from home, friends and help.
It happens ‘sooner or later to

~ almost everybody who does a lot

of driving, but seldom does the
misfortune occur in a foreign
country.

This is the story of one such in-

“cident which ended about as hap-
pily as it could have under the cir-

cumstances.

Early last Monday morning
three young women set out from

The village council, in turn,
wants to know if the land
alongside the .drive into the
cemetery can be cleaned of trash
and brush and kept that way. At
least part of the property is not
owned by the cemetery board,
and the council instructed ad-

" ministrator Frederick A. Weber
. to determine who does own it, im-

plymg that the village }mxght do
the clean-up work and bill the
owner for it. ‘

Weber said last Friday that he
had not yet traced the ownership,
which will be difficult because
there are no posted property
lines.

A reporter’s visual inspection

showed that the land in question

is swampy and is flooded by re-
cent heavy rains. A couple of
water-filled ditches appeared to
be stagnant. Vegetation consists
of a fairly dense growth of swamp
tree and shrub species. There
was little ev1dence of trash,

which might have been covered
with water.

“I don’t think the area is being
used as a dump or a junkyard,”
Weber said. ‘“The litter that gets
in there probably blows in."”

The pillars look to be in good
condition, but Weber said he has
been informed that the mortar
holding the cobblestones together
is getting soft. He added that the
cemetery board would like to
restore lamps which formerly
were atop the pillars.

Council took no formal action
pending further investigation.

- Michigan spring are énough to make a Las Vegas gcmbler weep. There are
- many years when Michigan doesn’t have any spring to speak of, and it is
/ beginning to look as if this may be one of them.

Track' coaches have it relatively good. Track meets are run
regardless of the weather, except for electrical storms which threaten
the safety of athletes and spectators. Aimost never is o meet postponed;
it is ysually just delayed or interrupted until the storm passes over.

Tennis matches are occasionally called off because of persistent
rain. Courts have to be dry to insure saofe footing. (Besides which, a
~soggy tennis ball has about as much bounce as a beanbag. )

Baseball and softball hove to be played on reasonably dry fields,
both for safety’s sake and to keep the game from degenerofmg into a
travesty of what it is supposed to be.

30-mile radius of Ann Arbor, |
found quite a few. Truth is that
Alex found most of them for me at

Having now moved back into the
area, I‘m kind of lost. Most of my
old “'spots’’ are covered over with
development of some sort. There
are a few places that are still wild,
and | will be checking them to see
if morels persist. Wild mushrooms
of all sorts tend to come up in the
same sites year after year so long
as their habitat is left alone.

The “‘honey holes’”” for morels,
like those for fish and gome,
become  secrets .that are possed
on from one generation to another
within families. Their whereabouts
are not so much as whispered to
outsiders. That's why |.don’t ex-
pect anybody to volunteer informa-
tion on where | can go and be sure
of picking a bunch of morels.

"~ would enhance the protection of

and response time to the
residents of the Chelsea School
District. The Sheriff’s Depart-
ment recognized a need for better
response time to constitutents in
the northwestern section of the
county. The school district view-
ed this as an opportuity o not.on-
t')' generate -additional income

rom a rental source, but to pro-
vide a service to the community.

In August of 1980 the Chelsea
School District and the Chelsea
Community Hospital entered into
an agreement pertaining to food
service. The Chelsea Community
Hospital provides a food service
supervisor and appropriate train-
ing for the schoel district food
service personnel, The meals for
the Chelsea School District are
prepared in a central kitchen
located at Chelsea High school.
Meals are dispatched to North,

South and Beach schools. The
school district and the hospital

saw this as an opportunity to
complement the nutrition pro-
gram by placing additional em-
phasis on reducing salt and sugar
in school district meals.

In 1981 the Chelsea School
District contracted with Man-
chester public schools to provide

the preparation of meals for their
