"It's not an expenditure issue, it's a 
revenue issue," said treasurer 
Douglas Roberts, referring to declin­
ing revenues from income with­
holding, sales tax. and the .single 
business tax.

"There are few changes on this 
year's federal income tax returns," 
said IRS district director John Hum­
mel. "This will make preparing the 
return easier for most taxpayers.."

Audubon 
Talks Aboii 

A group of 40 bird watchers went 
owling with Don Chalfant, president 
of the Washtenaw county Audubon 
Society, on Sunday evening, Feb. 9. 

Chalfant called a screech owl to the 
scene on Bush Rd. by playing tape 
recorded owl sounds. Owls have extra 
sensitive hearing, he explained, 
doubtful that one would appear with 
such a large group mingling about on 
the road. 

To his dismay, the owl moved in im­
mediately, lighting on a tree branch 
fo/all to see. 

The Screech owl is one of the most 
abundant birds of the owl family to be 
found in Michigan, Chalfant explained 
to a crowd of 140 people in a discussion 
at the Gerald Eddy Geology Center 
earlier that evening. 

The three most common owls found 
in Michigan are the Screech owl, the 
Great Horned owl and the Barred owl. 

Many migrating owls may be seen 
in the state during winter months, he 
said. Of the 12 owls which are common 
to eastern North America, 10 occur in 
Northern Michigan, 

Snowy owls have been seen in three 
places in Michigan this winter, he 
said. There were two sightings In Ann 
Arbor and one in the Upper Peninsula 

"̂ Michigan. 
TWTTtte^eaJLifir^wls to move 

across the Upper Peninsi 
Several Great Gray owls were see'n in 
the months of December and 
January. 

At Whitefish Point in the Upper 
Peninsula, a bird observatory is 
operated by the Audubon Society. 
During the last week of April, birds 
arelianded and visitonr can watch as 
they are let go. 

The two best times to go loosing for 
owls is two hours before sunrise and 
two hours after sunset, Chalfant said. 

Owls are largely nocturnal animals 
which hunt during the dark time hours. 
Some owls are tremendous mouse 
hunters and may idll 20 to 30 each day. 
Theae_are great for controling the 
mouse population on a farm, Chalfant 
said." * 

Most owls eat mice, but smaller 
owls rely on large insects. 

Owls are territorial birds, if they 
hear another owl call they will re­
spond to it as if to say "this is my turf 
and you don't belong here," Chalfant 
said. 

When calling for the birds, a tapetfc 
recording of an owl call does not need 
to be played loudly. The owl can hear 
it better than humans can, he said. _ 

ChalfanT read from a children's 
book'"The Owl Moon," at the lecture 
on Sunday. In the story, a child went 
owling with her father on a cold 
timer'sfflgjrt. When the father calls 
the owl, the child listens intently and 
waited, then suddenly an owl comes 
into sight and perches on a tree.

• Wliy Does Fido Bite? 
A dog who growls at or bites people 

or other animals Hals a very serious 
behavior problem. Most dogs are 
well-socialized animals under normal 
conditions; they show aggression only 
under extreme circumstances, such 
as when cornered and attacked. Some 
dogs, however, exhibit threatening 
behavior more frequently. It is these 
dogs who are dangerous. Their 
behavior problem should be address­
ed immediately; never ignored, en­
couraged, or excused by ttiejr-owners. 

Dogs express aggression by show­
ing their teeth, growling, snapping, 
and/or biting. A bite may be brief or 
prolonged, as when the dog holds on 
tightly and shakes his head back and 
forth. Fear may. ber involved in an at­
tack, evidenced by a crouching 
posture and ears flattened back 
against the head. A dog may stare at, 
stalk, or chase what he is about to 
bite, or he may show no warning signs 
at all. 

Why does Fido bite? In addition to a 
mother dog protecting her pups, and 
dogs who are attack-trained by 
humans, common causes are: 

The "Alpha'* complex: Dogs, like 
their wild relatives, are pack animals. 
In the home, the dog's human family 

-and-any other pets function as his 
pack. It is natural for a dog to strive to 
be the "top" or "alpha" pack 
member. Unless a human takes the 

human hand over his head is a 
dominance threat. Alpha complexes 
occur in males and females. 

Male interflghting: As in cats, ag­
gression is more common among un-
neutered males, probably due to the 
hormone testosterone. The behavior 
can be traced' to competition for 
dominance and, therefore, females. 
This is because only the alpha dog in a 
pack mates. 

Fear: Some dogs react aggressive­
ly when severely frightened. Shy or 
timid dogs are more likely-to bite out 
of fear. 

Pain response: Dogs may become 
aggressive when handled by a human 
who causes them pain. Touching an 
elderly dog's arthritic hind end; in­
advertently clipping a hail too short; 
trying to move an injured dog; and, of 
course, striking a dog—all can initiate 
a bite response. Children, especially 
preschoolers, offenfturNtoga and-sur̂ . 
frequently bite victims. 

Dog as predator: Rodents, cats, 
small dogs, livestock, and even fast 
hand movements by humans can 
stimulate a dog's natural predatory 
response. h_ 

Territory protection: A wild dog 
scent-marks" fasrierritory and ag­
gressively defends it against in­
truders. A domestic dog may threaten 
when his yard, house, or favorite 
human is approached by anyone other 
than an accepted pack member. Dogs

Other options could include night 
hours for social services offices, and 
transportation programs to help low-
income parents get to work, job train­
ing or day-care centers. 

By consolidating social services 
programs and making them accessi­
ble at the neighborhood level, Com­
munities First will serve those who

The rule changes are technical in 
nature and will not lower the quality 
ot service tolhose in neea.-atnct con-
trols will remain on obtaining food 
from approved .sources, personal 
hygiene of food handlers, proper 
storage of goods and adequate 
sanitization of utensils. 

The temporary soup-kitchen con­
cept was implemented successfully in 
1982 by Gov. William Milliken to ad­
dress a similar need. 

The initiative .is an example of 
grass-roots involvement at its finest. 
It also demonstrates that government 
can be responsive to the public, and 
that not all solutions require state 
funding or additional bureaucracy.

Would you pleasc-naake some 
lcnts about Community Psychl-

atric Centers. I have owned the stock 
for 10 years or more. My average cost 
is only $5 a share, but I am concerned 
about Its recent drop in price. Is there 
any way to judge whether the problem 
it has reported can be solved quickly 
or is it likely to be a problem for 
several years? 

A. Community Psychiatric, Centers 
operates 46 acute-care psychiatric 
care hospitals in the U.S. with about 
4,550 licensed beds.. 

Late in September 1991 the com­
pany shocked the investment com­
munity by announcing an August 
quarterly earnings report which was 
98% below the prior year. Prior to that 
the company had a 22-year long 
record of quarterly profit increases. 
The price, which has been as high as 
40 early in 1991, dropped from 26-5/8 to 
10-5/6 in a tew days. Recently it was 
about 12. Wall Street lost confidence 
in the management. 

the company management's ex­
planation was the drop was caused by 
charges for accounts receivable 
where collection was in doubt. 

3rhaps more Importantly, quarterly 
"tstaTreveriues decljned 4.8% f rofn the" 
prior year. Historically revenues had 
grown at a 15% annual rate. Manage­
ment stated it was studying the 
various options available to help it 
respond more effectively to difficult 
operating conditions. The explanation 
was more revealing for what it did not 
say, rather than for what it did say. 
There was no frank discussion of the 
problems which led up the huge write­
off. Management was somewhat less 
than candid with the owners of the 
business, the shareholders. 

For many years, health care costs 
in the U.S. have been rising much 
more^rapidly than other costs-of liv­
ing. Ennrmnus pressures are being

exerted to slow this down. The effect 
is a number of health care facilities 
reporting lower occupancy and lower 
profits. There is a shake-out occurring 
and this is an industry to avoid. I 
suspect the problem cannot be solved 
quickly and that unfortunately the 
stock of Community Psychiatric 
Hospitals has chnngpri from nnr offfip 
steady highly predictable growth to 
an unkown quantity.
